1. The CoC reviews both the quantitative data provided from emergency
shelters as well as the qualitative data provided from the homeless providers in
the community to determine the characteristics of individuals who experience
homelessness. Initially, the CoC identified 21 characteristics that may make a
household more vulnerable to homelessness. Of these 21, four were identified
that may yield the greatest vulnerabilities: unaccompanied youth under 18, a
single adult with 4+ children, a head of household who has experienced
homelessness in the past 3 years, and household income below 15% AMI. The
LPGs described the following risk factors that have contributed to the
vulnerabilities that influence an individual’s experience of homelessness: the
lack of affordable housing and increase of households experiencing
unemployment due to the pandemic.

2. The CoC continues to leverage prevention funds to divert households from
homelessness as opposed to eviction prevention. This way, limited prevention
resources target those most likely to become homeless. Additionally the CoC
plans to support individuals and families at risk of becoming homeless through
follow up from CE systems. The Uniformed Coordinated Entry and Assessment
committee is dedicated to formalizing the technical assistance that will be
available to access points to ensure they are supporting individuals and families
at risk of becoming homeless. The CoC PM also works closely with the ASNH
team at DHCD to discuss opportunities to develop capital within the CoC
geographic area. The CoC is working towards strengthening relationships with
their workforce development providers to ensure opportunities for employment
are made available to those experiencing homelessness.

3. Each of the 12 LPGs has one org that oversees prevention services. The
CoC PM works with each LPG to ensure they are reviewing data and using
state prevention funds in accordance with CoC system level procedures.
Relationships with workforce development providers happen on both the LPG
and CoC level. The CoC PM is responsible for collaboration with the ASNH
team to raise capital for affordable housing in the CoC communities.

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1. As the pandemic continues to persist in communities, the CoC identified that
it was necessary to update the CE prioritization process. By reviewing and
updating the CE prioritization process, the hope is to create additional
mechanisms to identify individuals experiencing homelessness for an extended
length of time. Additionally, the CoC will continue to divert households from
homelessness by mediating with landlords, family and friends, or identifying
alternative mainstream services. If diversion is not possible, emergency shelters
have received training on low-barrier procedures. This helps to ensure that
households with the greatest needs are able to access shelter and then obtain
the housing resources needed.

2. The CoC utilizes a tool provided from the NAEH that assists emergency
shelters in evaluating shelter inflow, outflow and length of stay. The CoC HMIS
administrator created a report for this tool which helps identify those households
staying the longest and enables shelters to evaluate the following on a monthly
basis: total unique households served, total households entering shelter, total
households exiting shelter, total household exiting to a permanent destination,
average length of shelter stays for all households exiting to any destination, the
average length of shelter stays in days for all households exiting to a permanent
destination, and the average length of shelter stays for all stayer households.
Communities also utilize weekly case conferencing as a method of identifying
individuals and households with the longest lengths of time homeless.

3. The CoC program manager at DHCD works with each LPG to ensure they
are reviewing data and using state prevention funds in accordance with the CoC
system level procedures. The Uniformed/CE and assessment committee,
comprised of representatives from the LPGs, will be responsible for overseeing
the updates in the CE prioritization process.

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1. The CoC will continue to implement housing focused case management in
emergency shelter, rapid exits to housing, and access to RRH as methods to
ensure individuals exit to a permanent housing destination. Emergency shelters
in the CoC implement the following strategies to reduce barriers to permanent
housing: housing first approach, housing focused services, rapid exits from
shelter and evaluation of program performance to identify areas of
improvement. Additional outreach regarding homeless services is being
provided to landlords and is supported through ESG-CV funding deployed in the
LPG communities.

2. Housing stabilization case management is provided through homeless
service providers within the CoCs, which focuses on supporting the household
in maintaining their permanent housing placement. This case management
works to stabilize a household in the following ways: connection to mainstream
resources, employment opportunities, connection to education services, etc.
LPGs have formed Landlord Committees with the goal of bringing together
property owners and housing specialists/counselors from homeless service
organizations across the CoC. These committees seek to engage property
owners in conversations to determine how homeless service providers can best
meet property owner needs while increasing their acceptance of households of
families with high barriers into permanent housing. These practices are effective
manners of improving the CoC’s retention in housing as the CoC maintains a
97% retention of households in permanent housing between FY 20 and FY 21.

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1. The CoC utilizes HMIS data collected from CE, emergency shelter, and
permanent housing projects to analyze individuals and households entering and
re-entering the homeless system. Each LPG manages a CE project in HMIS,
which has helped identify those who are re-entering the crisis response system
more timely. Over the past year, the CoC has also taken steps to evaluate this
data further to understand the racial makeup of individuals who are re-entering
the homelessness system on both the CoC and LPG level.

2. As per the CoC system level procedures, the CoC is targeting prevention
funds to serve those most likely to become homeless and not on eviction
prevention. The CoC currently prioritizes those who have previously been
homeless as well as those with high barriers to obtaining housing (large
households, youth, multiple episodes of homelessness, income under 15%
AMI). By targeting those with previous episodes of homelessness, LPGs are
able to prevent re-entries into homelessness. The CoC plans to leverage the TA
provided from CI to improve the CoC'’s relationships with culturally specific
CBOs in LPGs with high rates of individuals returning to homelessness who
identify as people of color. It is evident that these strategies are effective as the
CoC maintains a 96% retention rate of individuals remaining housed within the
first 12 months of their placement in permanent housing based on the FY 21
system performance measure report.

3. The CoC lead agency, DHCD, Program Manager oversees system level data
and facilitates the Uniform/CE and Assessment committee, which addresses
system processes such as targeting and prioritizing. The Racial Equity ad hoc
committee is responsible for assessing the racial data and formalizing the
strategic plan to reduce the rate of returns among communities of color.

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1. Many LPGs across the CoC have internal workforce development programs.
Homeless service staff in the LPGs meet regularly with workforce development
staff to address the needs of job seekers (who have experienced homelessness
or unstable housing) to secure meaningful employment, competitive wages, and
career advancement. Additionally, the CoC is working in partnership with DMAS
to develop a cross-systems approach to address the employment needs of
individuals experiencing homelessness. DMAS is designing a benefit program
for Medicaid eligible individuals to access supportive services for both housing
and employment.

2. The CoC partners with mainstream employment organizations to advertise
for available positions, provide opportunities for apprenticeships and to identify
education opportunities for individuals and families to increase their cash
income. These partners also provide input in the planning efforts to increase
cash income within the LPGs. Mainstream partners aiding the CoC in these
efforts include DMAS, Virginia Employment Commission, Dept. of Aging and
Rehabilitative Services, Virginia Department of Labor and Industry, Dept. of
Social Services, Community Action Agencies, and Dept. of Juvenile Justice.

3. The CoC lead agency, DHCD, oversees system-level partnerships and aids
LPGs in planning discussions. These partnerships are established at the local
level and are replicated across the CoC.

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1. Along with the partnership created to increase employment income, the CoC
is working on a strategy to increase access to non-employment income. To
improve access, the CoC ensures case managers work to reduce barriers for
clients by providing transportation and educating clients regarding the eligibility
criteria of the benefits. LPGs have SOAR trained staff who work to ensure those
eligible for disability benefits are able to have applications approved.

2. The CoC collaborates with other state agencies through this partnership to
address barriers that might impact an individual’s access to non-employment
cash sources. Discussions with other state agencies focus on prioritizing access
in the following areas: public transportation, funding for outreach, co-locating
facilities, providing multilingual services, and improving communications
between homeless service providers and benefit workers. Additionally, LPGs
have committees that work to implement improved policies and guidance to
ensure those who are in need and qualify receive their benefits. LPGs maintain
relationships with organizations responsible for supporting access to non-
employment cash benefits, such as SOAR providers, as a part of their local
governing committees.

3. The CoC PM at DHCD oversees system-level partnerships and supports
LPGs in connecting with organizations on the local level to increase access to
non-employment cash income.

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1. The Virginia Balance of State (VA BOS) CoC is comprised of 12 regionalized
local planning groups (LPG) and five committees (cmte) that are open to the
public. Solicitation for new CoC members is conducted at the LPG level through
postings on provider websites and in-person recruitment events. LPGs
membership cmtes conduct regular outreach to local and regional govt. entities,
faith communities, private businesses, etc. The CoC lead agency, the Virginia
Dept. of Housing and Community Development (DHCD), also leverages
relationships with other state agencies to extend invitations to join the CoC.
Additionally, the CoC facilitates bi-monthly virtual forums, which are open to the
public, to create transparent communication with partners and any member of
the public who is interested in learning more about the VA BOS.

2. All information is communicated via the DHCD website, LPGs websites,
emails, and newsletter postings. CoC members will also meet one-on-one with
stakeholders, develop and distribute brochures, and hold in-person trainings to
stakeholders to share information on the LPG efforts to create a crisis response
system. Additionally, the CoC has recorded virtual meetings, which providers
can refer back to at any point. During monthly meetings, the CoC Program
Manager (PM) reports information from the CoC to leadership of the Virginia
Dept. of Aging and Rehabilitation Services.

3. The main governing board of the CoC reserves at least one seat for
individuals with lived expertise. Recruitment for representation of individuals
with lived expertise is announced via the LPG representative sitting on the CoC
Steering Committee. The LPG representative will disseminate this information
to their partners, via newsletter, announcements during in person meetings, or
emails. Additionally, CoC lead agency staff will meet with individuals with lived
expertise to provide information regarding the CoC and initiatives.

4. CoC LPGs maintain partnerships with culturally specific organizations to aid
in their efforts to address equity in their communities. Additionally, in FY 21
DHCD contracted with Collective InCite, LLC (Cl) to provide a Racial Equity and
Social Justice training to all of the communities that comprise the CoC. Cl
provided technical assistance (TA) to each of the LPGs to enhance partnerships
with community based organizations (CBO) serving culturally specific
communities. The CoC is convening a subcmte that is responsible for
developing strategies to outreach CBOs.

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1. Each LPG has a governing board and cmtes that are public and accessible to
stakeholders. CoC membership includes a broad array of stakeholders with
knowledge and interest in preventing and ending homelessness. Stakeholders
include local govt. officials, planning district commissions (PDC), private
funders, advocates including the Virginia Sexual and Domestic Violence Action
Alliance (VSDVAA), school divisions, police departments, faith based
communities, PHAs, VA hospitals, CSBs (mental health agencies), homeless
service providers, CAP agencies, state Dept. of Veteran Services, and Dept. of
Behavior Health and Developmental Services. Additionally, the CoC facilitates
public bi-monthly virtual forums to elicit feedback and answer questions from
community partners and key stakeholders around preventing and ending
homelessness.

State appropriations,
ESG, and CoC funding have been coordinated to ensure each LPG has a
homeless crisis response system ensuring all communities in the geographic
area have access to homeless services. Feedback from meetings also informs
policy and procedural change that is presented to the steering committee for a
vote and formal implementation.

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1. The CoC lead agency disseminated information regarding the funding
opportunity to partners through their LPG representative on the CoC steering
cmte. On 6/28/2022, CoC staff held a public meeting open to all CoC partners
regardless of funding. CoC staff discussed the funding opportunity and
reviewed the CoC process to submit applications. On 7/26/2022, CoC staff
released the application for the local competition for partners.

2. CoC staff encouraged proposals for new projects from organizations that
have not previously received CoC Program funding during the 06/28/2022
meeting. On 7/26/2022, the CoC application documents were emailed to LPG
lead agencies and the CoC steering cmte who then shared it with stakeholders.
The application was then published on the CoC website. CoC staff met with
partners to discuss eligible activities, project design, and coordination with local
processes.

3. The CA provided instructions on the project application submission during the
initial communication of the local competition. Instructions are included on the
CoC application timeline that is provided to CoC Steering Cmte members to
share with their community partners and is published on the CoC website. On
8/11/2022, the CA facilitated a recorded information session which outlined the
application process and submission. LPG partners were provided with a
recording of the session to refer back to during their completion of the CoC
application.

4. CoC staff communicated the eligibility criteria with the CoC steering cmte and
community partners. Agencies that are active participants in their LPG are
eligible to apply for new funding. The CA completed an initial eligibility
assessment of submitted applications. Projects were selected according to the
CoC’s ranking process outlined in the policies and procedures, which are
published on the CoC website. Applicants requesting funding for new projects
are required to submit all documents to DHCD. Once the projects were selected
for submission to HUD, project applicants were notified and the project listing is
posted on the CoC website. The steering cmte distributed this information out to
CoC stakeholders.

5. Information is communicated on the DHCD website and via emails, PDFs,
and other accessible formats are published.

1. DHCD is the state administrator (admin) of ESG for the CoC. Each of the 12
LPGs submit community-based applications for ESG, HOPWA, and state
funding through the Virginia Homeless and Special Needs Housing (HSNH)
funding.

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1. The CoC collaborates with education providers on both the state and local
level, DHCD collaborates with SEAs to improve the coordination between
housing and education systems. The McKinney Vento SEA in Virginia, Project
HOPE, deploys liaisons within LPG school systems to assist districts in
connecting students experiencing homelessness with housing resources.
Representatives from Project HOPE have played a crucial role in the
implementation of the Youth Homelessness Demonstration Program in the VA
BOS. Most recently, representatives from Project HOPE participated in an in-
person session of the VA BOS YHDP implementation to discuss the operations
of the projects that will be implemented by homeless services providers. A work
group specifically dedicated to the coordination of YHDP projects and education
services will be implemented in the coming months. Additionally, through the
LPG representatives on the steering committee, the CoC elicits and adopts
feedback received from education partners. LPGs also coordinate with school
districts to ensure that students experiencing homelessness are able to access
education services. An example of this collaboration occurred when LPG
providers coordinated with non congregate shelter(NCS) facilities and school
districts to ensure that students were able to access their virtual classes. All
partnerships with other education partners are maintained on the local level
through LPG providers through memoranda of understanding(MOU).

2. CoC LPGs have partnerships with Head Start, Early HeadStart, Healthy
Start, Birth to 3 programs, United Way, and community colleges and universities
at the local level. These collaborations help ensure families and children receive
assistance or are able to access opportunities through MOUs or Cooperative
Agreements. The CoC serves on the Governor’s Children’s Cabinet that is
dedicated to the education, health, safety, and welfare of children and youth,
and on the Virginia Project HOPE advisory board. This board is responsible for
the coordination of services to ensure the enroliment, attendance and the
school success of children and youth experiencing homelessness. As per the
charter of the CoC, there is a seat reserved for an individual representing the
education system which is open to school districts. CoC plans to improve this
relationship through the implementation of the Youth Homelessness
Demonstration Program.

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1. The CoC collaborates with state agencies to deliver trainings to LPG partners
around mainstream resources. VA has one application, CommonHelp, where a
household can apply for all benefits (assistance with food, childcare,
heating/cooling bills, healthcare and cash assistance). LPG staff are
knowledgeable of this resource and the application process. LPG providers also
collaborate directly with the local offices that administer mainstream resources
regarding status and changes in clients’ benefits.

2. LPG communities include healthcare organizations, including hospitals,
private clinics and managed care organizations (MCOs), as a part of their
membership who regularly collaborate to assist program participants in
receiving healthcare services. Health care organizations regularly report
updates on eligibility, referral processes, timelines, new services or contacts,
and other vital information regarding healthcare services.

I. Funding Opportunity Description and Program Overview

A. Program Description. The purpose of this Special NOFO to Address Unsheltered and Rural
Homelessness (Special NOFO) is to target efforts to reduce unsheltered homelessness,
particularly in communities with very high levels of unsheltered homelessness and homelessness
in rural areas. Through this Special NOFO, HUD will award funding to communities to
implement coordinated approaches -- grounded in Housing First and public health principles -- to
reduce the prevalence of unsheltered homelessness, and improve services engagement, health
outcomes, and housing stability among highly vulnerable unsheltered individuals and families.
HUD expects applicant communities to partner with health and housing agencies to leverage
mainstream housing and healthcare resources.

The Continuum of Care (CoC) Program (24 CFR part 578) is designed to promote a community-
wide commitment to the goal of ending homelessness; to provide funding for efforts by nonprofit
providers, states, Indian Tribes, tribally designated housing entities (as defined in section 4 of the
Native American Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act of 1996 (25 U.S.C. 4103)
(TDHES)), and local governments to quickly rehouse homeless individuals, families, persons
fleeing or attempting to flee domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking, and
youth while minimizing the trauma and dislocation caused by homelessness; to promote access
to and effective utilization of mainstream programs by homeless individuals and families; and to
optimize self-sufficiency among those experiencing homelessness.

B. Authority. The authority for this NOFO is the CoC Program that is authorized by Subtitle C
of Title IV of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act, (42 U.S.C. 11381-113809) (the
Act), and the CoC Program rule found in 24 CFR Part 578 (the Rule). The authority to include
activities eligible under the Rural Housing Stability Assistance program under section 491 of
such Act (42 U.S.C. 11408) in grants awarded under this NOFO is section 231 of the Department
of Housing and Urban Development Appropriations Act, 2020 (42 U.S.C. 11364a; Public Law
116-94, approved December 20, 2019). The funds for this NOFO are from recaptured unspent
CoC Program funds that are available for reuse pursuant to such section 231.

C. Deadline. The deadline for submitting applications to HUD for the initial selection process in
the Special NOFO is October 20, 2022. Applicants must complete and submit their applications
in e-snaps at https://esnaps.hud.gov/. See Sections VL.E, F, and G of this NOFO for application
submission and timely receipt requirements.

D. Available Funds. Approximately $322,000,000 is available in this Special NOFO. Of this
amount, $54,500,000 is available only for projects that serve rural areas as defined in section
I1.C.2.k and $267,500,000 is available for projects as part of the Unsheltered Homelessness Set
Aside. Funds were set aside for grants in rural areas pursuant to section 231 of the FY 2020
Appropriations Act and may be used only to fund projects serving rural areas. The funds for the
Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside were set aside pursuant to Section 231 of the FY 2020
Appropriations Act and may be used by HUD, with Congressional approval, for the Continuum
of Care competition. HUD may add to the total amount with available funds under and pursuant
to such section 231. All application requirements are included in this NOFO. HUD will require
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Collaborative Applicants to rank all projects as described in Sections [.E.3 and II.B.1 of this
NOFO.

E. Summary of the Application Process. This Special NOFO is administered under 24 CFR
Part 578 unless otherwise provided in Section V.3.e.2. of this NOFO for the Rural Set Aside.
Note: This Competition is separate from the FY 2022 CoC Program Competition. Therefore, any

Applicants should review and follow the steps as outlined below to ensure applications are
complete and submitted timely. Documents referenced in this section can be found on the HUD
website.

1. CoC Registration. CoCs do not need a separate registration for this Special NOFO
Competition. Only Collaborative Applicants that completed the FY 2022 CoC Program
Registration in accordance

with https://www.hud.gov/sites/dfiles/CPD/documents/CoC/2022-02cpdn.pdf may apply for
this funding opportunity.

2. Special NOFO Available Funding Opportunities. CoCs will have the opportunity to
submit projects for two funding opportunities through this Special NOFO: (1) Unsheltered
Homelessness Set Aside and (2) Rural Set Aside. CoCs may apply for projects under one or
both funding opportunities as follows:

a. Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. Projects included in this funding opportunity
may serve any geographic area within the CoC and must meet all eligibility and quality
threshold requirements established in this Special NOFO. A CoC’s maximum award
amount for this funding opportunity is described in Section I11.J of this NOFO.

b. Rural Set Aside. Projects included in this funding opportunity must serve geographic
areas that meet the definition of “rural area” as defined in Section III.C.2.k of this NOFO
and meet all eligibility and quality threshold requirements established in this Special
NOFO. CoCs whose geographic areas do not include any rural areas are not eligible for
funding under this funding opportunity. A CoC’s maximum award amount for this
funding opportunity is described in Section II1.J of this NOFO.

3. CoC Project Review and Ranking. Project applications must be submitted to the CoC to be
included on the CoC Priority Listing (see Section VI.F.3 for more information). CoCs must
review and either accept and rank, or reject project applications submitted to them, including
project applications for CoC Planning and Unified Funding Agency (UFA) Costs. All project
applications approved by the CoC must be listed on the CoC Priority Listing in rank order.

4. Special NOFO Consolidated Application Submission. Collaborative Applicants, including
any Collaborative Applicant designated by HUD as an UFA, are responsible for submitting
the CoC Consolidated Application in e-snaps on behalf of the CoC. The CoC Consolidated
Application is made up of the following three parts:

a. CoC Application. The Collaborative Applicant must provide information about the
CoC planning body, governance structure, overall performance, the strategic planning
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process, and their CoCs Plan for Serving Individuals and Families Experiencing
Homelessness with Severe Service Needs. This part of the application is scored and will
determine the order in which CoCs are funded. CoCs may apply for both the Unsheltered
Homelessness Set Aside and the Rural Set Aside (if they have rural areas in their
geography), or only the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside or the Rural Set Aside. If
CoCs are planning to apply for funds through the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside
they must complete the entire application as described in Section VII.B of this NOFO. If
a CoC is only planning to apply for funds through the Rural Set Aside, however, they
need only answer the questions marked as required for the Rural Set Aside in Section
VILB of this NOFO.

b. Project Application. All project applications, including CoC planning and UFA costs,
must be completed by project applicants and must describe the population(s) and
subpopulation(s) they will serve, the type of housing and services that will be provided,
and the budget activities that are being requested. Collaborative Applicants applying for
CoC planning and UFA Costs (if designated as an UFA by HUD) must provide a
description of the activities that will be carried out with CoC Program grant funds. For
more information on project applications, see Section V of this NOFO. Additionally, all
project applicants must ensure their organization has a Code of Conduct that complies
with the requirements of 2 CFR part 200 and is on file with HUD

at https://www.hud.gov/program_offices/spm/gmomgmt/grantsinfo/conduct. If the
organization's Code of Conduct does not appear on HUD's website, the project applicant
must attach its Code of Conduct that includes all required information to its Project
Applicant Profile in e-snaps.

c. CoC Priority Listing. The CoC Priority Listing includes:

(1) four separate project listing forms- Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside, Rural
Set Aside, CoC planning, and UFA Costs (if applicable)-where each project
application must be reviewed, approved, and have a unique rank number or be
rejected;

(2) form HUD-2991, Certification of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan, which
must be signed and dated between June 22, 2022 and October 20, 2022.
Additionally, applicants that propose to locate a project on a reservation or trust land
must include a tribal resolution from the tribe authorizing the applicant to do so or a
letter from an official or principal of the Indian Tribe or TDHE who is authorized to
act on behalf of the Indian tribe or TDHE indicating approval. Tribes do not need to
include a tribal resolution or a letter from an official of the Indian Tribe or TDHE
who is authorized to act on behalf of the Indian tribe or THDE to site a project on
their own reservation or trust land. A tribal resolution is the formal manner in which
the tribal government expresses its legislative will in accordance with its organic
documents. In the absence of such organic documents, a written expression adopted
pursuant to tribal practices or a letter from an official or principal of the Indian Tribe
or TDHE who is authorized to act on behalf of the Indian tribe or TDHE will be
acceptable.

The project listing forms rank all project applications in order of priority and identify any
project applications rejected by the CoC. In this competition, HUD is also requiring
Collaborative Applicants to rank CoC planning and UFA Costs with unique rank
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numbers. The Collaborative Applicant cannot accurately complete the project listing
forms of the CoC Priority Listing until all project applications have been submitted to the
CoC. For more information on the CoC Priority Listing, see Section VI.F.3 of this
NOFO.

F. Eligible Applicants.

1. Collaborative Applicants. Only those CoCs with a valid registration for FY 2022 will have
access to the Special NOFO Consolidated Application, which includes the CoC Application,
the CoC Priority Listing, and the project application(s). CoCs should not attempt to change
Collaborative Applicants during this Special NOFO Competition without HUD's prior
approval, unless HUD replaces the CoC's designated Collaborative Applicant under the
authority of Section 402(c) of the Act. HUD will approve Collaborative Applicant changes
outside the annual CoC Program Registration process under the following circumstances:

a. the Collaborative Applicant made an error when entering the Collaborative Applicant
name in the CoC Applicant Profile;

b. the Collaborative Applicant designated by the CoC is no longer in business;

c. the CoC selected a new Collaborative Applicant; or

d. a new Collaborative Applicant was selected by HUD as a remedial action under
Section 402(c) of the Act.

In cases where the CoC needs to change the Collaborative Applicant approved during the
FY 2022 CoC Program Registration process, the CoC must notify the local HUD CPD
field office, in writing, stating the reason for the Collaborative Applicant change. The
notice to HUD must provide documentation of the CoC's approval of the change (e.g., a
copy of the meeting minutes to include the date and attendees).

2. Project Applicants. Eligible project applicants for the CoC Program are identified in
Section V.A and V.B.3.a of this NOFO. For-profit entities are ineligible and applications
from them will not be reviewed.

G. Local Competition Deadlines. 24 CFR 578.9 requires CoCs to design, operate, and follow a
collaborative process for the development of an application in response to a NOFO issued by
HUD. As part of this collaborative process, CoCs should implement internal competition
deadlines and notification processes to ensure transparency and fairness at the local level. The
implementation of deadlines that meet the standards outlined in Section VI.G.1.b of this NOFO
for project applications will be part of the scoring criteria (see Section VIL.B.1.b).

H. CoC Review of Project Applications. HUD expects each CoC to implement a thorough
review and oversight process at the local level for the project applications submitted to HUD in
the Special NOFO Competition. It has been HUD’s experience that many project applications
contain information that results in conditions on the grant; or for more serious infractions, a
project application being rejected. Deficient project applications prolong the review process for
HUD, which results in delayed funding announcements, lost funding for CoCs due to rejected
projects, and delays in funds to house and assist individuals and families experiencing
homelessness. CoCs are expected to closely review information provided in each project
application to ensure:
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1. all proposed program participants will be eligible for the program component type
selected;

2. the information provided in the project application and proposed activities are eligible and
consistent with program requirements at 24 CFR part 578, unless otherwise provided in
Section V.3.e.(2) of this NOFO for the Rural Set Aside;

3. each project narrative is fully responsive to the question being asked and that it meets all
the criteria for that question as required by this NOFO;

4. the data provided in various parts of the project application are consistent;

5. any project ranked on the Rural Set Aside project listing exclusively serves rural areas as
defined by this NOFO; and,

6. all required attachments correspond to the list of attachments in e-snaps that must contain
accurate and complete information that are dated between June 22, 2022 and October 20,
2022.

I. Special NOFO Competition. CoCs and applicants should read this NOFO in its entirety in
conjunction with the Rule to ensure a comprehensive understanding of and compliance with all
CoC Program requirements. This NOFO frequently references citations from the Rule.

1. HUD will conduct a threshold review (see Section V.C.3.c and Section VIII.A.1 for more
information) of ranked projects for all CoCs that submit the Special NOFO Consolidated
Application by the application deadline.

2. HUD may issue more than one funding announcement.

3. HUD will score the Special NOFO CoC Application portion in accordance with the
criteria set forth in Section VIL.B of this NOFO.

II. HUD's Homeless Policy Priorities and Program Highlights

A. Policy Priority.

1. Unsheltered Homelessness. Unsheltered homelessness is continuing to rise in many areas
of the country and recent analysis of homelessness data shows that people experiencing
unsheltered homelessness report significantly greater health challenges and experiences of
trauma and violence than their sheltered peers. These challenges often begin before they lose
their housing. This NOFO supports this highly vulnerable population by supporting CoCs in
their efforts to identify people living in unsheltered situations, including encampments, and
connects them with health and housing resources. It also supports CoCs in their efforts to
enhance their Homeless Management Information System (HMIS) to collect more
comprehensive data on people experiencing unsheltered homelessness in their geographic
area.

2. Unsheltered Homelessness and Individuals and Families Experiencing Homelessness with
Severe Service Needs in Rural Areas. Rural areas often lack the resources and infrastructure
for providing homeless services and permanent housing. Additionally, rural areas often
require unique strategies to solve challenges specific to their geography. To support CoCs in
their efforts to end unsheltered homelessness in their rural areas, this NOFO targets resources
to rural areas and provides additional eligible activities to address some of the unique needs
of rural areas.

3. Providing Assistance on Tribal Lands. Indian Reservations and Trust Lands may be all or
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part of a CoCs’ geographic areas, and Indian Tribes and Tribally Designated Housing
Entities are eligible recipients of CoC Program funds. This NOFO provides additional
incentives for creating projects that serve individuals and families in geographic areas that
have high levels of homelessness, housing distress, or poverty, and are located where CoC
services have until now been entirely unavailable, such as, for example, Trust Lands and
Reservations.

4. Involving a Broad Array of Stakeholders in the CoC'’s Efforts to Reduce Homelessness.
Ending homelessness cannot be achieved by homeless service organizations alone. It requires
coordination with a variety of other stakeholders, including affordable housing developers,
mainstream service providers, the business community, victim service providers, political
leaders, and healthcare providers. This NOFO supports and encourages CoCs to invite a
variety of stakeholders to develop and implement a CoC Plan to Serve Individuals and
Families Experiencing Homelessness with Severe Service Needs.

5. Advancing Equity. In nearly every community, Black, Indigenous, and other people of
color as well as individuals who identify as LGBTQ+ and individuals with disabilities are
substantially overrepresented in the homeless population. HUD is emphasizing system and
program changes to address equity within CoCs through identifying and addressing the needs
of subpopulations who are disproportionally more likely to experience homelessness, such as
the populations identified above, and other populations who are disproportionately more
likely to experience homelessness. CoCs should be reviewing their strategies to support and
serve underserved communities in their geographic area, identify barriers that led to any
disparities in communities being served, and take steps to eliminate these barriers. This
includes, in conjunction with people experiencing homelessness, reviewing local policies,
procedures, and processes to determine where and how to address disparities affecting
underserved communities experiencing homelessness.

6. Use a Housing First approach. Housing First prioritizes rapid placement and stabilization
in permanent housing and does not have service participation requirements or preconditions.
Projects funded under this NOFO should help individuals and families move quickly into
permanent housing, and the CoC should measure and help projects reduce the length of time
people experience homelessness as well as ensure projects are correctly implementing a
Housing First approach. Additionally, CoCs should engage landlords and property owners to
identify an inventory of housing available for rapid rehousing and permanent supportive
housing participants, remove barriers to entry, and adopt service delivery methods that
respond to the preferences and needs of the individual or family presenting for assistance.

B. CoC Program Implementation. The following list highlights important information that
applicants should consider as they are preparing the CoC Application and project application(s).
This is not an exhaustive list of considerations or requirements; therefore, all applicants and CoC
stakeholders should carefully review the Rule for comprehensive information.

1. Review of CoC Rankings. CoCs will be required to rank all project applications to be
considered in the selection process, including project applications for CoC planning and
UFA costs (as applicable), submitted by project applicants in e-snaps. HUD will not review
any project that is rejected by the CoC.
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2. HUD Funding Process. HUD will use two processes to select projects for this Special
NOFO —one for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside and one for the Rural Set Aside.
The maximum amount of funding available for each set aside can be found in section III.J of
this NOFO

a. Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. HUD will select CoCs for funding based on
CoC score, meaning the highest scoring CoC will have its rated and ranked projects that
pass thresholds as described in Section V.C.3 and VIII.A.1 of this NOFO conditionally
selected for funding. HUD will select projects in this manner until no more funds are
available.

b. Rural Set-Aside. Projects included on the CoC’s Rural Set Aside project listing will be
selected in order, up to the CoCs maximum funding amount, based on project application
scores HUD will award as follows:

HUD will award a point value to each project application that is on the Rural Set Aside
project listing using a 100-point scale:

(1) CoC Score. Up to 50 points in direct proportion to the score received on the
questions from the CoC Application required to be answered for the Rural Set Aside
(e.g., if a CoC received 60 out of 89 points on the Rural Set Aside CoC Application
questions, the project application would receive 34 out of 50 points for this criterion).
(2) CoC Project Ranking. Up to 40 points for the CoC’s ranking of the project
application(s). To consider the CoCs ranking of projects, point values will be
assigned directly related to the CoC’s ranking of project applications. The calculation
of point values will be 50 times the quantity (1-x) where x is the ratio of the
cumulative funding requests for all projects or portions of projects ranked higher by
the CoC on the Rural Set Aside project listing plus one half of the funding of the
project of interest to the total amount of funding available for the rural set aside. For
example, if a CoC is eligible to apply for projects totaling $500,000 in the rural set
aside and applies for 5 projects of $100,000 each: the highest-ranked project would
receive 36 points, and then the subsequently ranked projects would receive 28, 20,
12, and 4 points

(3) Serving Structurally Disadvantaged Areas. 10 points if the project applicant
makes a commitment to serve individuals and families in geographic areas that have
high levels of homelessness, housing distress, or poverty, and are located where CoC
services have until now been entirely unavailable, such as, for example, trust lands
and reservations.

3. CoC Planning and UFA Costs. CoC planning and UFA costs are only available for the
Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside and are included in the maximum amount of

funding for which a CoC is eligible to apply. Therefore, any CoC planning or UFA costs
requested by the CoC for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside must be ranked on the
CoC Priority Listing. CoCs may apply for planning and UFA costs, if its Collaborative
Applicant is a HUD-approved UFA. Projects for CoC Planning costs must not exceed 3
percent of the CoC’s maximum award amount for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside.
Further, projects for UFA Costs must not exceed 3 percent of the CoC’s maximum award
amount for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. If, after projects are selected for
conditional award, the requested planning or UFA amount is more than 3 percent of the
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amount awarded for projects, HUD will adjust the award to be no more than 3 percent of the
amount awarded in projects for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside.

4. Participant Eligibility. Projects funded through this NOFO must have the following
eligibility criteria for program participants:

a. Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. Projects funded through the Unsheltered
Homelessness Set Aside must have the following eligibility criteria for program
participants:

1. meet the criteria of paragraph (1) of the definition of homeless at 578.3, except
that persons coming from transitional housing must have originally come from places
not meant for human habitation, emergency shelters, safe havens, or institutions
where they resided for 90 days or less and originally came from places not meant for
human habitation, safe havens, or emergency shelters; or

2. meet the criteria of paragraph (4) of the definition of homeless at 578.3.

b. Rural Set Aside. Projects funded through the Rural Set Aside may serve any program
participant meeting the criteria of the definition of “homeless” in 24 CFR 578.3, except
in order to serve individuals and families meeting the criteria of paragraph (3) of the
definition of homelessness the CoC must receive approval to do so as described in
Section VII.C of this NOFO.

c. For both funding opportunities, references to paragraphs of the definition of
homelessness refer to the paragraphs listed under the definition of “homeless” in 24 CFR
578.3. All projects must participate in coordinated entry. Additionally, all projects must
operate consistently with the CoC Plan for Serving Individuals and Families
Experiencing Homelessness with Severe Service Needs described in Section VII.B.4 of
this NOFO.

5. HMIS. As directed by Congress, HUD must provide an annual estimate of all individuals
and families experiencing homelessness nationwide and within the territories. Therefore, all
CoCs must have an HMIS that has the capacity to collect unduplicated counts of individuals
and families experiencing homelessness and provide information to project subrecipients and
applicants for needs analysis and funding priorities. Additionally, CoC and Emergency
Solutions Grants (ESG) Program recipients must participate in the local HMIS; unless a
recipient is a victim service provider or legal service provider, in which case it must use a
comparable database and provide de-identified information to the CoC. For many
communities, the inclusion of ESG recipients and subrecipients and other HUD federal
partners (e.g., the Department of Health and Human Services and Department of Veterans
Affairs) that require their programs to use the CoC’s HMIS, will mean an increase in users
that the HMIS must be able to accommodate. HUD expects communities to be able to use the
HMIS information as well as aggregate data from comparable databases to review
performance for the entire CoC geographic area, not just at the project level. The HMIS Lead
should continue to consider any unique needs that the HMIS might be required to address to
accommodate emergency shelter, street outreach, homelessness prevention, and other federal
programs.

6. Comprehensive CoC Plan to Serve Individuals and Families Experiencing Homelessness
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with Severe Service Needs. As part of this NOFO, CoCs are being required to develop a plan
for Serving Individuals and Families Experiencing Homelessness with Severe Service Needs
(see Section VII.B.4 for more information). These plans must describe the CoC’s current
strategies for conducting coordinated and comprehensive outreach, providing access to low-
barrier shelter and other temporary accommodations, and providing immediate access to low-
barrier permanent housing. Additionally, CoCs must demonstrate how they will leverage
both mainstream housing and healthcare resources to assist in their efforts to end unsheltered
homelessness and stabilize individuals and their families in housing and increase access to
employment opportunities for those experiencing homelessness. Further, CoCs must
demonstrate how they will support underserved communities, identify barriers that led to any
disparities in communities being served, and support equitable community development by
taking steps to address such barriers when using these funds and how they will involve
individuals with lived experience in the decision making process of the CoC. Finally, CoCs
must demonstrate how they will ensure resources funded under this Special NOFO will
contribute to reducing unsheltered homelessness in their geographic area.

II1. Continuum of Care Program Requirements

A. Standard HUD Definitions
1. Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing (AFFH), see 24 CFR 578.93(c) for specific
Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing requirements that apply to the CoC program.

2. Assistance Listings (formerly CFDA) refers to the publicly available listing of Federal
assistance programs managed and administered by the General Services Administration,
formerly known as the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA). Assistance
Listing Number is a unique number assigned to identify a Federal Assistance listing,
formerly known as the CFDA.

3. Deficiency is information missing or omitted within a submitted application. Examples of
deficiencies include missing documents, information on a form, or some other type of
unsatisfied information requirement. Depending on specific criteria, deficiencies may be
either Curable or Non-Curable.

e Non-Curable Deficiencies cannot be corrected by an applicant after the submission
deadline. Non-curable deficiencies are deficiencies that, if corrected, would change
an applicant’s score or rank versus other applicants. Non-curable deficiencies may
result in an application being marked ineligible, or otherwise adversely affect an
application’s score and final determination.

e (Curable Deficiencies may be corrected by the applicant with timely action. To be
curable the deficiency must:

e Not be a threshold requirement, except for documentation of applicant eligibility;
e Not influence how an applicant is ranked or scored versus other applicants; and
e Be remedied within the time frame specified in the notice of deficiency.

4. Eligibility requirements are mandatory requirements for an application to be eligible for
funding.

5. Federal award, has the meaning, depending on the context, in either paragraph (i) or (ii)
of this definition:

1. (i) The Federal financial assistance that a recipient receives directly from a
Federal awarding agency or a subrecipient receives indirectly from a pass-through
entity, as described in 2 CFR §200.101; or

(11) The cost-reimbursement contract under the Federal Acquisition Regulations
that a non- Federal entity receives directly from a federal awarding agency or
indirectly from a pass- through entity, as described in 2 CFR §200.101.

2. The instrument setting forth the terms and conditions. The instrument is the grant
agreement, cooperative agreement, other agreement for assistance covered in paragraph
(2) of the definitions of Federal financial assistance in 2 CFR §200.1, and this NOFO, or
the cost-reimbursement contract awarded under the Federal Acquisition Regulations.

3. Federal award does not include other contracts that a Federal agency uses to buy goods
or services from a contractor or a contract to operate Federal Government owned,
contractor operated facilities (GOCOs).

4. See also definitions of Federal financial assistance, grant agreement, and cooperative
agreement in 2 CFR 200.1.

6. System for Award Management (SAM) is the Federal Repository into which an entity
must provide information required for the conduct of business as a recipient. Registration
with SAM is required for submission of applications via esnaps. You can access the
website at https://www.sam.gov/SAM/ . There is no cost to use SAM.

7. Threshold Requirements are an eligibility requirement that must be met for an
application to be reviewed. Threshold requirements are not curable, except for
documentation of applicant eligibility, and are listed in Section V.C.3 Threshold
Requirements.

8. Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) means the identifier assigned by SAM to uniquely
identify business entities.

2. CoC Program NOFO Concepts. The following terms are not found in 24 CFR 578.3 but
may be found in other areas of the Rule or are used in this NOFO to define concepts that
pertain specifically to the CoC Consolidated Application.

a. Consolidated Plan Certification. The standard form, Certification of Consistency with
the Consolidated Plan (form HUD-2991), in which a state or local official certifies that
the proposed activities or projects are consistent with the jurisdiction's Consolidated Plan
and, if the project applicant is a state or unit of local government, that the jurisdiction is

following its Consolidated Plan per the requirement of 24 CFR part 91. All project
applications submitted and listed on the CoC Project Listings by the Collaborative
Applicant must be included in the certification either by submitting one correctly signed
and dated HUD-2991 from the appropriate jurisdiction that includes an attachment listing
of all submitted projects, or a single signed and dated HUD-2991 for each individual
project application from the appropriate jurisdiction.

c. Formula area. This term has the same meaning as in the IHBG Program at 24 CFR
1000.302, or any successor regulation.

e. Housing First. A model of housing assistance that prioritizes rapid placement and
stabilization in permanent housing that does not have service participation requirements
or preconditions (such as sobriety or a minimum income threshold). Transitional housing
and supportive service only projects are considered using a Housing First model for the
purposes of this NOFO if they operate with low barriers, work to quickly move people
into permanent housing, do not require participation in supportive services, and, for
transitional housing projects, do not require preconditions for moving into the
transitional housing (e.g., sobriety or minimum income threshold) but do provide or
assist with access to such supportive services if needed and requested by program
participants.

f. Indian Tribe. A federally recognized tribe or a State recognized tribe as defined in
Section 4 of NAHASDA (25 U.S.C. 4103).

g. Joint TH and PH-RRH Component Project. The Joint TH and PH-RRH component
project combines two existing program components—transitional housing and permanent
housing-rapid rehousing—in a single project to serve individuals and families
experiencing homelessness. Recipients should prioritize those with the highest needs
using an evidence-based approach designed to provide stable housing and services that,
to the greatest extent possible, move the participant towards self-sufficiency and
independence. Program participants may only receive up to 24-months of total
assistance. For more information about Joint TH and PH-RRH component projects, see
Section V.C.3 of this NOFO.

If funded, HUD will limit eligible costs as follows, in addition to other limitations found
in 24 CFR part 578:

(1) leasing of a structure or units, and operating costs to provide transitional housing;
(2) short- or medium-term tenant-based rental assistance on behalf of program
participants to pay for the rapid rehousing portion of the project;

(3) supportive services;

(4) HMIS; and

(5) project administrative costs.

When a program participant is enrolled in a Joint TH and PH-RRH component project,
the recipient or subrecipient must be able to provide both components, including the
units supported by the transitional housing component and the tenant-based rental
assistance and services provided through the PH-RRH component, to all participants. A
program participant may choose to receive only the transitional housing unit, or the
assistance provided through the PH-RRH component, but the recipient or subrecipient
must make both types of assistance available. Additionally, if funds under this NOFO are
not being requested for both TH and PH-RRH units, the project application must still
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describe the number of TH and PH-RRH units that will be utilized by the project, if
selected for conditional award, and provide details in the project description of how TH
and PH-RRH assistance will be provided.

h. Non-Congregate Shelter. A type of emergency shelter where each individual or family
sheltered has living space that offers some level of privacy, such as hotels or motels.

1. Rapid Rehousing. A type of permanent housing meeting the requirements of 24 CFR
578.37(a)(1)(ii).

J. Reservation. For purposes of this NOFO, reservations are a type of formula area as
specifically delineated under HUD’s IHBG program at 24 CFR 1000.302.

k. Rural Area. For this competition a rural area is a county which:

(1) Has no part of it within an area designated as a standard metropolitan statistical
area by the Office of Management and Budget; or

(2) Is within an area designated as a metropolitan statistical area or considered as part
of a metropolitan statistical area and at least 75 percent of its population is local on
U.S. Census blocks classified as non-urban; or

(3) 1s located in a state that has a population density of less than 30 persons per
square mile (as reported in the most recent decennial census), and of which at least
1.25 percent of the total acreage of such State is under Federal jurisdiction, provided
that no metropolitan city in such State is the sole beneficiary of the grant amounts
awarded under this NOFO. A metropolitan city means a city that was classified as a
metropolitan city under section 102(a) of the Housing and Community Development
Act of 1974 (42. U.S.C. 5302(a)) for the fiscal year immediately preceding the fiscal
year for which Emergency Solutions Grants program funds are made available.

1. Rural Set Aside. A funding opportunity included in this Special NOFO where all
projects (as described in Section I.E.2.b of this NOFO) must only serve rural areas, as
defined above, within the CoCs geographic area. These funds were set aside for grants in
rural areas pursuant to section 231 of the FY 2020 Appropriations Act and may only be
used to fund projects serving rural areas.

n. Persons with Lived Experience. Persons with first-hand knowledge of homelessness
who can share their perspective on how social, economic, and political situations affect
homelessness. Provides insight, training, and voice from persons who have or are
experiencing homelessness regarding the current homeless system through discussion,
recommendation, and participation. CoCs must meaningfully engage persons with lived
experience in the planning and application process.

0. Severe Service Needs means any combination of the following factors: facing
significant challenges or functional impairments, including any physical, mental,
developmental or behavioral health disabilities regardless of the type of disability, which
require a significant level of support in order to maintain permanent housing (this factor
focuses on the level of support needed and is not based on disability type); high
utilization of crisis or emergency services to meet basic needs, including but not limited
to emergency rooms, jails, and psychiatric facilities; currently living in an unsheltered
situation or having a history of living in an unsheltered situation; experiencing a
vulnerability to illness or death; having a risk of continued or repeated homelessness; and
having a vulnerability to victimization, including physical assault, trafficking or sex
work.
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p. Solo Applicants. A solo applicant must submit a solo applicant project application

in e-snaps prior to the application submission deadline. Additionally, for HUD to
consider its solo application, a solo applicant must also meet all the requirements
outlined in Section X.C of this NOFO. (See 24 CFR 578.35(a)).

a. Tribal Resolution. For the purposes of this NOFO, this term has the same meaning as
in 24 CFR 1003.4: “...the formal manner in which the tribal government expresses its
legislative will in accordance with its organic documents. In the absence of such organic
documents, a written expression adopted pursuant to tribal practices will be acceptable.”
1. Tribally Designated Housing Entity. For purposes of this NOFO, this term has the
same meaning as in Section 4 of NAHASDA (25 U.S.C. 4103)

s. Trust Land. For purposes of this NOFO, trust lands are a type of formula area as
delineated under HUD’s IHBG program at 24 CFR 1000.302.

t. Underserved Communities. Populations sharing a particular characteristic, as well as
geographic communities, that have been systematically denied a full opportunity to
participate in aspects of economic, social, and civic life. These communities include
Black, Latino, and Indigenous and Native American persons, Asian Americans and
Pacific Islanders, and other persons of color; lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and
queer (LGBTQ+) persons; persons with disabilities; persons who live in rural areas; and
persons otherwise adversely affected by persistent poverty or inequality.

u. Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. A funding opportunity included in this Special
NOFO, designed to support communities in their efforts to understand and reduce
unsheltered homelessness across their geographic area, where projects (as described in
Section V.B.4.a of this NOFO) must serve individuals and families who qualify as
homeless under paragraph (1) except that persons coming from transitional housing must
have originally come from places not meant for human habitation, emergency shelters,
safe havens, or institutions where they resided for 90 days or less and originally came
from places not meant for human habitation, safe havens, or emergency shelters, or
paragraph (4) of the definition of homeless at 24 CFR 578.3. Unlike the Rural Set Aside,
projects may be located in any part of the CoC’s geographic area.

D. Establishing and Operating the CoC. 24 CFR 578.5 and 24 CFR 578.7 detail the
requirements for the establishment of a CoC and its operations.

E. CoC Geographic Area. 24 CFR 578.5 require representatives from relevant organizations
within a geographic area to establish a CoC to carry out the duties within the geographic area.
The boundaries of identified CoC geographic areas cannot overlap, and any overlapping
geographies are considered Competing CoCs. HUD follows the process at 24 CFR 578.35(d) to
determine which CoC HUD will fund in the case of CoC geographic areas that overlap.

F. Planning Duties of the CoC. Planning duties for CoCs are detailed in 24 CFR 578.7(c).

G. Centralized or Coordinated Assessment System. 24 CFR 578.7(a)(8) details the
responsibilities of the CoC to establish and operate the system. In addition to the definition and
responsibilities established in the regulation, HUD also posted on the HUD website the CPD-17-
01: Notice Establishing Additional Requirements for a Continuum of Care Centralized or
Coordinated Assessment System in January 2017, establishing additional requirements. CoCs
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may use planning costs to design and plan for the implementation of a centralized or coordinated
assessment system. These systems help communities assess the needs of program participants
and effectively match homeless persons with the most appropriate resources available to address
their particular needs.

H. CoC Program Components. 24 CFR 578.37 states that CoC funds may be used for projects
under five program components: permanent housing (including rapid rehousing and permanent
supportive housing); transitional housing; Supportive Services Only; HMIS; and in some cases,
homelessness prevention. Only designated HPCs may carry out homelessness prevention
activities through the CoC Program. Although CoCs were able to apply for HPC designation
during the FY 2022 CoC Program Registration process, HUD did not receive any requests for
HPC designation; therefore, no CoCs may request funds for homelessness prevention. Under this
Special NOFO, HUD will fund projects in these components:

1. Permanent Housing;
2. Supportive Services Only; and
3. HMIS.

In addition to funding projects that use these components, Collaborative Applicants may apply
for projects that include the Transitional Housing and Permanent Housing-Rapid Re-Housing
components in a single project, a Joint TH and PH-RRH component project. See section V.B.3.e
for a discussion of component projects under the rural set aside.

I. Collaborative Applicant. HUD will only review CoC Consolidated Applications submitted
from the Collaborative Applicant that has been designated by the CoC. As set forth at 24 CFR
578.9(a)(3), the Collaborative Applicant will compile all parts of the CoC Consolidated
Application, including the CoC Application, the CoC Priority Listing, and all project
applications for these Special NOFO funds the CoC has ranked for funding within the
geographic area. Additionally, as set forth at 24 CFR 578.3, the Collaborative Applicant is the
only entity that may apply to HUD for CoC planning costs and, if the Collaborative Applicant is
designated a UFA, for UFA Costs.

J. CoC Maximum Award. Each CoC will have two maximum award amounts under this
Special NOFO — one for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside and one for the Rural Set
Aside.

a. Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. The maximum award for this funding opportunity is the
CoC’s PPRN for the FY 2022 CoC Program Competition or $60,000,000, whichever is less. The
estimated maximum amount each CoC can apply for in the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside
can be found in Appendix A.

b. Rural Set Aside. The maximum award for this funding opportunity is 150 percent of the
combined PPRNSs for the FY 2022 CoC Program Competition of all of the rural areas, as defined
in Section III.C.2.k of this NOFO, of the CoC’s geographic area. A CoC that does not include
any rural areas as defined by this NOFO are not eligible for this funding opportunity. The
estimated maximum amount each CoC can apply for in the Rural Set Aside can be found in
Appendix A.

IV. Award Information
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A. Available Funds

Funding of approximately $322,000,000 is available through this NOFO. Additional funds may
become available for award under this NOFO, because of HUD's efforts to recapture funds, use
carryover funds, or because of the availability of additional appropriated funds. Use of these

funds is subject to statutory constraints. All awards are subject to the funding restrictions
contained in this NOFO.

Of this amount, $54,500,000 is available only for projects that serve rural areas as defined rural
projects as defined in section II1.C.2.k and $267,500,000 is available for projects as part of the
Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside.

HUD will require Collaborative Applicants to rank all projects, including projects for CoC
planning and UFA Costs. Under the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside, HUD will not fund
any projects requesting new construction, acquisition, or rehabilitation.

B. Lead-Based Paint Requirement. When providing funding for purchase, lease, supportive
services, operation, or work that may disturb painted surfaces, of pre-1978 housing you must
comply with the lead-based paint evaluation and hazard reduction requirements of HUD's lead-
based paint rules (Lead Disclosure and Lead Safe Housing (24 CFR part 35)), and the
Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) lead-based paint rules (e.g., Repair, Renovations and
Painting; Pre-Renovation Education and Certification; and Lead Training and Certification (40
CFR part 745)).

When providing education or counseling on buying or renting housing that may include pre-1978
housing, applicants must inform clients of their rights under the Lead Disclosure Rule (24 CFR
part 35, subpart A,), and, if the focus of the education or counseling is on rental or purchase of
HUD-assisted pre-1978 housing, the Lead Safe Housing Rule (subpart B, R, and, as applicable,
F-M).

V. Eligibility Information

A. Eligible Applicants
HUD does not award grants to individuals. HUD will also not evaluate applications from
ineligible applicants.

1. SAM Registration Requirement. Applicants must be registered with
https://www.sam.gov/SAM before submitting their application. In addition, Applicants
must maintain an active SAM registration with current information while they have an
active Federal award or an application or plan under consideration by HUD.

2. UEI Number Requirement. Applicants must provide a valid UEI number, registered
and active at /www.sam.gov/ in the application.

3. Faith Based Organizations
a. Faith-based organizations may apply for this award on the same basis as any other
organization, as set forth at 24 CFR 5.109, and subject to the protections and
requirements of 42 U.S.C. 2000bb et seq., HUD will not, in the selection of recipients,
discriminate against an organization on the basis of the organization's religious character,
affiliation, or exercise.

b. A faith-based organization that participates in this program will retain its independence
and may continue to carry out its mission consistent with religious freedom and
conscience protections in Federal law, including the Free Speech and Free Exercise
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Clauses of the Constitution, 42 U.S.C. 2000bb et seq., 42 U.S.C. 238n, 42 U.S.C. 18113,
42 U.S.C. 2000e-1(a) and 2000e-2(e), 42 U.S.C. 12113(d), and the Weldon Amendment,
among others. Religious accommodations may also be sought under many of these
religious freedom and conscience protection laws, particularly under the Religious
Freedom Restoration Act.
c. A faith-based organization may not use direct financial assistance from HUD to
support or engage in any explicitly religious activities except where consistent with the
Establishment Clause and any other applicable requirements. Such an organization also
may not, in providing services funded by HUD, discriminate against a beneficiary or
prospective program beneficiary on the basis of religion, religious belief, a refusal to hold
a religious belief, or a refusal to attend or participate in a religious practice.
B. Rules and Regulations Applicable to HUD NOFOs
Applicants must comply with these rules to apply.
1. Eligibility Requirements for Applicants of HUD’s Grant Programs.
Evidence of the following issues may prevent an award from being granted to otherwise
successful project applicants. Detailed information on each requirement is posted on HUD's
Funding Opportunities Page.
e Outstanding Delinquent Federal Debt
e Debarments and/or Suspensions
e Pre-selection Review of Performance
e Sufficiency of Financial Management System
e False Statements
e Mandatory Disclosure Requirement
e Conducting Business in Accordance with Ethical Standards/Code of Conduct
e Prohibition Against Lobbying Activities
e Equal Participation of Faith-Based Organizations in HUD Programs and Activities

2. Resolution of Civil Rights Matters. Outstanding civil rights matters must be resolved before
the application submission deadline. Project applicants, who after review are confirmed to have
civil rights matters unresolved at the application submission deadline, will be deemed ineligible.
Their applications will receive no further review, will not be rated and ranked, and will not
receive funding.

a. Project applicants having any of the charges, cause determinations, lawsuits, or letters of
findings referenced in subparagraphs (1) — (5) that have not been resolved to HUD’s
satisfaction before or on the application submission deadline date are ineligible for
funding. Such matters include:

i.  Charges from HUD concerning a systemic violation of the Fair Housing Act or
receipt of a cause determination from a substantially equivalent state or local fair
housing agency concerning a systemic violation of a substantially equivalent state
or local fair housing law proscribing discrimination because of race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, disability, or familial status;

1. Status as a defendant in a Fair Housing Act lawsuit filed by the Department of
Justice alleging a pattern or practice of discrimination or denial of rights to a
group of persons raising an issue of general public importance under 42 U.S.C.
3614(a);
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iil. Status as a defendant in any other lawsuit filed or joined by the Department of
Justice, or in which the Department of Justice has intervened, or filed an amicus
brief or statement of interest, alleging a pattern or practice or systemic violation of
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of
1973, Section 109 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, the
Americans with Disabilities Act or a claim under the False Claims Act related to
fair housing, non-discrimination, or civil rights generally including an alleged
failure to affirmatively further fair housing;

iv. Receipt of a letter of findings identifying systemic non-compliance with Title VI
of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973,
Section 109 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974; or the
Americans with Disabilities Act; or

v. Receipt of a cause determination from a substantially equivalent state or local fair
housing agency concerning a systemic violation of provisions of a state or local
law prohibiting discrimination in housing based on sexual orientation, gender
identity, or lawful source of income.

b. HUD will determine if actions to resolve the charge, cause determination, lawsuit, or
letter of findings taken before the application submission deadline date will resolve the
matter. Examples of actions that may be sufficient to resolve the matter include, but are
not limited to:

i. Current compliance with voluntary compliance agreement signed by all parties;

ii. Current compliance with a HUD-approved conciliation agreement signed by all
the parties;

iii. Current compliance with conciliation agreement signed by all parties and
approved by the state governmental or local administrative agency with
jurisdiction over the matter;

iv. Current compliance with a consent order or consent decree;

v. Current compliance with a final judicial ruling or administrative ruling or
decision; or

vi. Dismissal of charges.

3. Program Specific Requirements

a. Eligible Project Applicants (24 CFR 578.15, 24 CFR 5.100). Eligible project applicants
for this Special NOFO are found at 24 CFR 578.15 and the Act and include nonprofit
organizations, states, local governments, instrumentalities of state and local governments,
Indian Tribes and TDHEs (as defined in section 4 of the Native American Housing and Self-
Determination Act of 1996 (25 U.S.C. 4103). Public housing agencies, as such term is
defined in 24 CFR 5.100, are eligible without limitation or exclusion. For-profit entities are
ineligible to apply for grants or to be subrecipients of grant funds.

b. Project Applications.

(1) Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. CoCs may submit projects for any type of
project described in Section V .4.a, including projects for CoC planning costs and, where
the CoC’s Collaborative Applicant is a HUD-approved UFA, projects for UFA costs.

(a) All projects must be ranked, including projects for CoC planning and, where
applicable, UFA costs on the appropriate project listing.
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(b) Any project containing a request for acquisition, new construction, or
rehabilitation funds will be rejected.

(2) Rural Set Aside. CoCs may submit projects for any type of project described in
Section V.B.4.a, except for projects for CoC planning and UFA costs.

(a) All projects must be ranked.
(b) Any project proposing to serve a geographic area not defined as a rural area (see
Appendix B) will be rejected.

(3) Additional Requirements for Projects for both Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside
and Rural Set Aside. In addition to the requirements above:

(a) HUD will review project subrecipient eligibility as part of the threshold review
process. Project applicants are required to submit documentation of subrecipients'
eligibility with the project application.

(b) All permanent housing, Joint TH and PH-RRH Component Projects, and SSO
projects must follow a Housing First approach as defined in Section III.C.2.e of this
NOFO.

c. Grant Terms. The initial grant term for projects awarded funds for acquisition, new
construction, or rehabilitation (which are only permissible for projects awarded under the
Rural Set Aside) and other activities to serve program participants will be 3 to 5 years. These
grants will provide up to 2 years to complete the acquisition, new construction, or
rehabilitation activities, and upon completion of the acquisition, new construction, or
rehabilitation, will require the remaining grant activities to serve program participants for 3
years. The initial grant term for all other projects will be 3 years, including for CoC planning
and UFA costs. Grant terms may be extended, consistent with 2 CFR 200.308 and 2 CFR
200.309.

(1) A CoC may apply for planning costs from the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside.
The maximum amount available for CoC planning project is three (3) percent of the total
amount awarded to recipients from the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. CoCs may
apply for up to 3 percent of the maximum award amount for the Unsheltered
Homelessness Set Aside, but HUD will reduce this amount to no more than 3 percent of
the amount awarded to the CoC for projects under the Unsheltered Homelessness Set
Aside if that is less than the amount requested.

(2) A CoC that is a UFA, may apply for UFA costs from the Unsheltered Homelessness
Set Aside. The maximum amount available for UFA Costs, for UFA designated
Collaborative Applicants, is three (3) percent of the maximum award amount for the
Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. CoCs may apply for up to 3 percent of the
maximum award amount for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside, but HUD will
reduce this amount to no more than 3 percent of the amount awarded if that is less than
the amount requested.

d. Match. 24 CFR 578.73 provides the information regarding match requirements.

e. Eligible Costs.
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(1) Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. For the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside,
24 CFR 578.37 through 578.63 identify the eligible costs, except that projects applying
for funds under the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside may not request funds for
acquisition (24 CFR 578.43), rehabilitation (24 CFR 578.45), or new construction (24
CFR 578.47). HUD will reject any requests for ineligible costs and HUD will reject any
projects that request funds for acquisition, new construction, or rehabilitation.

(2) Rural Set Aside.

(a) In general. For the Rural Set Aside, eligible activities are those identified in the
CoC Program regulations at 24 CFR 578.37 through 578.63, and those listed in
paragraph (b) when they are part of an SSO, PH, or Joint TH and PH:RRH
Component project. Additionally, staff and overhead costs directly related to carrying
out the eligible activities in paragraph (b) of this section are eligible as part of those
activities.

(b) The eligible activities authorized under section 491 that are eligible under this
Special NOFO are:

(1) Rent or utility assistance after 2 months of nonpayment of rent or utilities to
prevent eviction or loss of utility service. Funds may be used to pay rent or utility
arrear payments up to 6 months on behalf of program participants residing in
permanent housing.

(1) Short-term emergency lodging in motels or shelters, either directly or through
vouchers. Eligible costs include lodging costs in motels or hotels for program
participants; pro-rata share of sheltering program participants in existing shelters
so long as the costs are actual costs of creating new and temporary beds in
emergency shelters and not to permanently increase the capacity of the shelter.
No funds may be used to shelter program participants in existing shelter beds..
(111) Repairs, (such as insulation, window repair, door repair, roof repair, and
repairs) that are necessary to make housing habitable to be used for transitional
or permanent housing by people experiencing homelessness. The total cost of
repairs may not exceed $10,000 per structure.

(iv) Capacity building activities. Capacity building activities are those activities
that maintain or improve the skills of recipients. Eligible capacity building
activities include employee education, job training, staff retention activities such
as financial incentives to staff, paying for continuing education opportunities,
cross training within an organization, staff training and professional licensing or
certification, and other professional development activities. An applicant may
apply for up to 20% of funds requested as part of the project, including project
administrative costs, for capacity building activities.

(v) Emergency food and clothing assistance. The cost of providing meals or
groceries and clothing to program participants are eligible costs.

(viii) Costs associated with making use of Federal Inventory property programs
to house homeless individuals and families. Federal Inventory property programs
means the Use of Federal Real Property to Assist the Homeless program
authorized by title V of the Act, and implemented by 24 CFR part 581, and the
Single Family Property Disposition Program authorized by section 204(g) of the
National Housing Act (12. U.S.C. 1710(g)) and implemented at 24 CFR part 291
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Eligible costs are: preparing and submitting applications to obtain ownership of
the real property; transfer taxes; recording fees; closing costs; building permit
and zoning fees; attorney’s fees; rehabilitation of buildings and structures on the
property necessary to bring them into compliance with local building codes and
to convert them to the intended homeless assistance use; water, sanitation, sewer
and utility hook-up fees and deposits and bringing lines to the property; wells;
septic systems; and improving access to the real property from public roads.

(c) HUD will reject any requests for ineligible costs.

f. Indirect Costs. Normal indirect cost rules under 2 CFR part 200 apply. Project applicants
that intend to charge indirect costs to the award must clearly state in the project
application(s) the rate and distribution base the recipient intends to use, and if applicable, the
rate and distribution base to be used by any subrecipient(s). If the rate is a Federally
negotiated indirect cost rate, the project application must include the corresponding
negotiated indirect cost rate agreement signed by the cognizant agency. A government
department or agency unit that receives no more than $35 million in direct federal funding
per year and has developed and maintains an indirect cost rate proposal and supporting
documentation in accordance with 2 CFR part 200, appendix VII, may use the rate and
distribution base specified in that indirect cost rate proposal, unless the cognizant agency
requires the proposal to be submitted for negotiation.

For each applicant or intended subrecipient that meets the conditions for the de minimis rate
under 2 CFR 200.414(f) and will use that rate to charge indirect costs, the project application
must clearly state the intended use of the de minimis rate of 10 percent of Modified Total
Direct Costs (MTDC). As described in 2 CFR 200.403, costs must be consistently charged as
either indirect or direct costs but may not be double charged or inconsistently charged as
both. Once an organization elects to use the de minimis rate, the organization must apply this
methodology consistently for all Federal awards until the organization chooses to negotiate
for a rate, which the organization may apply to do at any time. Documentation of the
decision to us the de minimis rate must be retained on file for audit.

g. Participative Planning and Implementation. Applicants must identify, in their
application, the steps they will take to ensure that traditionally marginalized populations
(such as racial and ethnic minorities and persons with disabilities) will be able to
meaningfully participate in the planning process. The applicant must identify the specific
populations that it will include, identify community organizations that represent these
populations, and describe how these populations will be included in the planning process.
For capital investment projects (i.e., projects that include new construction or rehabilitation
activities), which are only permitted in rural areas as defined in Section III.C.2.k, recipients
must comply with the requirements at 24 CFR Part 75, Economic Opportunities for Low-
and Very Low-Income Persons (Section 3). In seeking public participation, applicants and
recipients must ensure that all communications are provided in a manner that is effective for
persons with hearing, visual, and other communication-related disabilities consistent with
Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and, as applicable, the Americans with
Disabilities Act. In addition, Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 42 U.S.C. 2000d and
Executive Order 13166 require that grantees take reasonable steps to ensure meaningful
access to services, programs, and activities by persons with Limited English Proficiency
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(LEP persons).

h. Cooperation with Related Research and Evaluation. Recipients shall fully cooperate
with any research or evaluation sponsored or supported by HUD or another agency
associated with this grant program, including preservation of project data and records and
compiling requested information in formats provided by the researchers, evaluators, or HUD.
This may also include the compiling of certain relevant information not contemplated in the
original proposal. Participant data shall be subject to the Privacy Rule of the Health
Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA). HIPAA and the Privacy Rule
can be found at http://www.hhs.gov/ocr/hipaa/. HUD does not expect research to be
conducted that could affect human subjects.

4. Criteria for Applicants.
a. Project Applications. The following types of project applications will be eligible for
completion and submission in the Special NOFO Competition. See Section I1.B.4 of this
NOFO for eligible program participants for each of the following project types:

(1) CoC planning projects. All Collaborative Applicants are eligible and encouraged to
apply for CoC planning funds which may be used as described in 24 CFR 578.39. The
project applications for CoC planning must be submitted by the Collaborative Applicant,
which must match the organization listed as the Collaborative Applicant in the CoC
Applicant Profile in e-snaps. This project type must request a 3-year grant term. A
Collaborative Applicant may apply for one CoC Planning grants as part of the
Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. No CoC planning grants will be awarded for the
Rural Set Aside. The planning grant must be ranked on the CoC Priority Listing in order
to be considered for funding by HUD.

(2) UFA Costs projects. Only Collaborative Applicants approved for UFA designation in
the FY 2022 Continuum of Care Registration process are eligible to apply for UFA Costs
project funds as described in 24 CFR 578.41. The Collaborative Applicant must be the
UFA Costs project applicant, which must match the organization listed as the
Collaborative Applicant in the CoC Applicant Profile in e-snaps. This project type must
request a 3-year grant term. A Collaborative Applicant may apply for one UFA costs
project as part of the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. No UFA costs will be
awarded for the Rural Set Aside. The UFA grant must be rated and ranked in order to be
considered for funding by HUD.

(3) Permanent Housing projects including:

(1) permanent supportive housing (PH-PSH) projects;
(i1) permanent housing-rapid rehousing (PH-RRH) projects; and

(4) Supportive Service Only projects;
(5) Joint TH and PH-RRH projects;
(6) HMIS.

C. Rules that affect how HUD evaluates applications

1. Past Performance
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In evaluating project applications for funding, HUD will consider a project applicant’s past
performance in managing funds. Items HUD will consider include, but are not limited to:

e the ability to account for funds in compliance with applicable reporting and
recordkeeping requirements;

e timely use of funds received from HUD;

e timely submission and quality of reports submitted to HUD;

e meeting program requirements;

e meeting performance targets as established in the grant agreement;

e the project applicant’s organizational capacity, including staffing structures and
capabilities;

e timely completion of activities and receipt and expenditure of promised matching funds;

e the number of persons served or targeted for assistance;

e promoting self-sufficiency and economic independence;

e producing positive outcomes and results; and

HUD may reduce scores based on the past performance review. Wherever possible, HUD will
obtain past performance information and if this review results in an adverse funding related to
integrity of performance, HUD reserves the right to take any of the remedies necessary.

2. Statutory and Regulatory Requirements. To be eligible for funding under this NOFO,
project applicants must meet all statutory and regulatory requirements in the Act and 24 CFR
part 578, except that projects that are awarded Rural Set Aside funding may also use the
funding on certain activities eligible under the Rural Housing Stability Assistance Program
under Section 491 of the McKinney-Vento Act (42. U.S.C. 11408) that are not otherwise
eligible under the Continuum of Care (see Section V.3.e.(2) of this NOFO for more
information). Project applicants can obtain a copy of the Act and 24 CFR part 578 on
the HUD website or by contacting the NOFO Information Center at 1-800-483-8929).

3. Threshold Requirements.

a. Ineligible Applicants. HUD will not consider a project application from an ineligible
project applicant, including an application submitted for CoC planning funds or UFA
Costs from a project applicant other than the Collaborative Applicant.

b. Project Eligibility Threshold. HUD will review all projects to determine if they meet
the following eligibility threshold requirements on a pass/fail standard. If HUD
determines that the applicable standards are not met for a project, the project will be
rejected. Approval of project applications is not a determination by HUD that a recipient
is compliant with applicable fair housing and civil rights requirements.

(1) Project applicants and potential subrecipients must meet the eligibility
requirements of the CoC Program as described in 24 CFR part 578 and provide
evidence of eligibility required in the application (e.g., nonprofit documentation).
(2) Project applicants and subrecipients must demonstrate the financial and
management capacity and experience to carry out the project as detailed in the
project application and the capacity to administer federal funds. Demonstrating
capacity may include a description of the applicant/subrecipient experience with
similar projects and with successful administration of SHP, S+C, or CoC Program
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funds or other federal funds.

(3) Project applicants must submit the required certifications as specified in this

NOFO.

(4) The population to be served must meet program eligibility requirements as
described in the Act, 24 CFR part 578, and Section II.B.4 of this NOFO.

(5) Project applicants, except Collaborative Applicants that only receive awards for
CoC planning costs and, if applicable, UFA Costs, must agree to participate in a local
HMIS system. However, in accordance with Section 407 of the Act, any victim
service provider that is a recipient or subrecipient must not disclose, for purposes of
HMIS, any personally identifying information about any client. Victim service
providers must use a comparable database that meets the needs of the local HMIS.
(6) To be considered for the Rural Set Aside project applications must serve 100
percent rural areas as described in Section II1.C.2.k and must be ranked on the Rural
Set Aside project listing. Projects not meeting this requirement will not be considered
under this selection process in Sections I1.B.2 and VIII.A of this NOFO.

c. Project Quality Threshold. HUD will review all project applications to determine if
they meet the following project quality threshold requirements. If awarded, a recipient is
required to meet all the criteria listed in the criteria column for its component.
Additionally, the housing and services proposed must be appropriate to the needs of the
program participants and the community. A determination that a project meets the project
quality threshold is not a determination by HUD that a recipient is compliant with
applicable fair housing and civil rights requirements.

The proposed project has a specific plan for ensuring
program participants will be individually assisted to
obtain the benefits of mainstream health, social
services, and employment programs for which they
are eligible to apply and which meet the needs of the
program participants (e.g., Medicare, Medicaid, SSI,
Food Stamps, local Workforce office, early
childhood education).

The project proposed will participate in coordinated
entry.

The proposed project is consistent with the plan
described by the CoC in response to Section VIIL.B.4
of this NOFO.
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HMIS

HMIS project applications must 1
receive at least 3 out of the 4
points available for this project
type. New HMIS projects that

do not receive at least 3 points
will be rejected.

How the HMIS funds will be expended in a way that
is consistent with the CoC’s funding strategy for the
HMIS and furthers the CoC’s HMIS implementation.

The HMIS produces all HUD-required reports and
provides data as needed for HUD reporting (e.g.,
APR, quarterly reports, data for CAPER/ESG
reporting) and other reports required by other federal
partners.

CoC Planning — Collaborative Applicants Only

CoC planning projects, 1
submitted only by the CoC’s
designated Collaborative
Applicant, must receive at least
3 out of the 5 points available
for this project type. CoC
planning projects that do not
receive at least 3 points will be

rejected. !

Governance and Operations-The CoC conducts
meetings of the entire CoC membership that are
inclusive and open to members and demonstrates the
CoC has a written governance charter in place that
includes CoC policies.

CoC Committees-The CoC has CoC-wide planning
committees, subcommittees, or workgroups to
address homeless needs in the CoC’s geographic area
that recommends and sets policy priorities for the
CoC.
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2 The proposed planning activities that will be carried
out by the CoC with grant funds are compliant with
the provisions of 24 CFR 578.7.

1 The funds requested will improve the CoC’s ability
to evaluate the outcome of both CoC Program-funded
and ESG-funded projects.

UFA Costs project applications are not subject to the above threshold review. HUD will
review the UFA Costs submitted by the UFA designated Collaborative Applicant to
ensure appropriate match and eligibility of costs requested.

Additionally, HUD will assess all project applications for the following minimum project
eligibility, capacity, timeliness, and performance standards. To be considered as meeting
project quality threshold, all projects must meet all the following criteria:

(1) Project applicants and potential subrecipients must have satisfactory capacity,
drawdowns, and performance for existing grant(s) that are funded under the S+C or
CoC Program, as evidenced by timely reimbursement of subrecipients, regular
drawdowns, and timely resolution of any monitoring findings; and;

(2) Project applicants must demonstrate they will be able to meet all timeliness
standards per 24 CFR 578.85.

HUD reserves the right to reduce or reject a project application from the project
applicant for the following reasons:

(a) outstanding obligation to HUD that is in arrears or for which a payment
schedule has not been agreed upon;

(b) audit finding(s) for which a response is overdue or unsatisfactory;

(c) history of inadequate financial management accounting practices;

(d) evidence of untimely expenditures on prior award;

(e) history of other major capacity issues that have significantly affected the
operation of the project and its performance;

(f) history of not reimbursing subrecipients for eligible costs in a timely manner,
or at least quarterly; and

(g) history of serving ineligible program participants, expending funds on
ineligible costs, or failing to expend funds within statutorily established
timeframes.

d. Certification of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan. Each project applicant must
submit a certification by the jurisdiction in which the proposed project(s) will be located that
the applicant’s project application for funding is consistent with the jurisdiction’s HUD-
approved consolidated plan. The certification must be made in accordance with the
provisions of the consolidated plan regulations at 24 CFR part 91, subpart F. Form HUD-
2991 must be completed and dated between June 22, 2022 and October 20, 2022.
Additionally, applicants that locate a project on a reservation or trust land must include a
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tribal resolution to site a project on their own reservation or trust land or a letter from an
official or principal of the Indian Tribe or TDHE who is authorized to act on behalf of the
Indian tribe or TDHE indicating approval. A tribal resolution is the formal manner in which
the tribal government expresses its legislative will in accordance with its organic documents.
In the absence of such organic documents, a written expression adopted pursuant to tribal
practices or a letter from an official or principal of the Indian Tribe or TDHE who is
authorized to act on behalf of the Indian tribe or TDHE will be acceptable.

e. Environmental Requirements. Notwithstanding 24 CFR 578.31 and 24 CFR 578.99(a) of
the Rule, and in accordance with Section 100261(3) of MAP-21 (Pub. L. 112-141, 126 Stat.
405), activities under this NOFO are subject to environmlental review by a responsible
entity under HUD regulations at 24 CFR part 58.

(1) For projects categorized as exempt or Categorically Excluded from review under the
National Environmental Policy Act and not subject to 24 CFR 58.5 (CENST),

the Exempt/CENST form is only required for each project, not every unit.

(2) All scattered-site projects where program participants choose their own unit and are
not restricted to units within a pre-determined specific project site or sites are categorized
in 24 CFR 58.35(b)(1) as CENST, including both tenant-based rental assistance and
tenant-based leasing projects where program participants choose their own unit.

(3) For activities under a grant to a recipient other than a state or unit of general local
government that generally would be subject to review under 24 CFR part 58, HUD may
make a finding in accordance with 24 CFR 58.11(d) and may itself perform the
environmental review under the provisions of 24 CFR part 50 if the recipient objects in
writing to the responsible entity’s performing the review under 24 CFR part 58.

(4) Irrespective of whether the responsible entity in accordance with 24 CFR part 58 (or
HUD in accordance with 24 CFR part 50) performs the environmental review, the
recipient must supply all available, relevant information necessary for the responsible
entity (or HUD, if applicable) to perform for each property any required environmental
review. The recipient also must carry out mitigating measures required by the responsible
entity (or HUD, if applicable) or select alternative property.

(5) The recipient, its project partners, and their contractors may not acquire, rehabilitate,
convert, lease, repair, dispose of, demolish, or construct property for a project under this
NOFO, or commit or expend HUD or local funds for such eligible activities under this
NOFO, until the responsible entity (as defined by 24 CFR 58.2(a)(7)) has completed the
environmental review procedures required by 24 CFR part 58 and the environmental
certification and Request for Release of Funds (RROF) have been approved or HUD has
performed an environmental review under 24 CFR part 50 and the recipient has received
HUD approval of the property. HUD will not release grant funds if the recipient or any
other party commits grant funds (i.e., incurs any costs or expenditures to be paid or
reimbursed with such funds) before the recipient submits and HUD approves its RROF
(where such submission is required).

VI. APPLICATION AND SUBMISSION INFORMATION

A. Obtaining an Application

Authoritative Versions of HUD NOFOs. The version of this NOFO as posted on Grants.gov is
the official document HUD uses to solicit applications. Applicants are advised to compare their
application submission with the requirements in the Program NOFO. If there is a discrepancy in
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the Program NOFO posted on Grants.gov and other information provided in any other copy or
version or supporting documentation, the Program NOFO located on Grants.gov prevails. If
discrepancies are found, notify HUD immediately as indicated in Section XI of this

NOFO. Persons with hearing, or speech impairments, may use the Federal Relay Service’s
teletype service at 1-800-877-8339. HUD will post any corrections or changes to a Program
NOFO on Grants.gov. While the CoC Program NOFO is officially posted on Grants.gov, this
program uses e-snaps, an electronic application system. HUD does not accept faxed applications
or supportive documents.

B. Other Guidance and Notifications

1. Federalism. E.O. 13132 prohibits, to the extent practicable and permitted by law, an agency
from promulgating policies that have federalism implications and either impose substantial direct
compliance costs on state and local governments and are not required by statute, or preempt state
law, unless the relevant requirements of Section 6 of the executive order are met. This notice
does not have federalism implications and does not impose substantial direct compliance costs
on state and local governments or preempt state law within the meaning of the executive order.
2. Section 102 of the HUD Reform Act. Section 102 of the Department of Housing and Urban
Development Reform Act of 1989 (HUD Reform Act) (42 U.S.C. 3545) and the regulations
codified at 24 CFR 4, subpart A, contain several requirements that are designed to ensure greater
accountability and integrity in the provision of certain types of assistance administered by HUD.
On January 14, 1992, HUD published a notice that also provides information on the
implementation of Section 102 (57 FR 1942). The documentation, public access, and disclosure
requirements of Section 102 apply to assistance awarded under NOFOs published as described
below:

a. Documentation, Public Access, and Disclosure Requirements. HUD will ensure
that documentation and other information regarding each application submitted
pursuant to this NOFO are sufficient to indicate the basis upon which assistance
was provided or denied. This material, including any letters of support, will be
made available for public inspection for a 5-year period beginning not less than
30 days after the award of the assistance. Material will be made available in
accordance with the FOIA and HUD’s implementing regulations at 24 CFR 15.

b. Form HUD 2880, “Applicant/Recipient Disclosure/Update Report”. HUD will
also make available to the public for a period of 5 years all applicant disclosure
reports (form HUD 2880) submitted in connection with this NOFO. Updated
reports (also reported on form HUD 2880) will be made available along with the
applicant disclosure reports, but in no case for a period of less than 3 years. All
reports will be made available in accordance with the FOIA and HUD’s
implementing regulations.

c. Publication of Recipients of Funding. HUD’s regulations at 24 CFR part 4
provide that HUD will publish a notice in the Federal Register to notify the public
of all funding decisions made by HUD to provide:

1. Assistance subject to Section 102(a) of the HUD Reform Act; and
2. Assistance provided through grants or cooperative agreements on a discretionary (non-
formula, non-demand) noncompetitive basis.
3. Section 103 of the HUD Reform Act. Section 103 of the HUD Reform Act, codified at 24
CFR part 4, subpart B, applies to this funding competition until the announcement of selection of
successful applicants. HUD’s employees involved in the review of applications and in the
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making of funding decisions are prohibited by the regulations from providing advance
information to any person (other than an authorized HUD employee) concerning funding
decisions or from otherwise giving any applicant an unfair competitive advantage. Persons who
apply for assistance must confine their inquiries to the subject areas HUD’s employees are
permitted to answer under 24 CFR part 4. Applicants who have ethics-related questions may
contact HUD’s Ethics Law Division at 202-708-3815 (this is not a toll-free number). Persons
with speech or hearing impairments may access this number via TTY by calling the Federal
Relay Service at 1-800-877-8339.

4. Digital Signatures and Recordkeeping. HUD is increasing electronic recordkeeping where
feasible.

a. HUD plans to use digital signatures on grant award and modification documents
to expedite awards and modification.

b. HUD will manage email records in an electronic format. Recipients need not print
emails and file them if their email system and procedures meet records
management and litigation requirements (e.g., identifying, retrieving, and
retaining the records for as long as they are needed).

5. Negotiation. Action on Conditionally Selected Application. HUD will notify conditionally
selected applicants in writing. HUD may subsequently request conditionally selected
applicants to submit additional project information—which may include documentation to
show the project is financially feasible; documentation of firm commitments for match;
documentation showing site control; information necessary for HUD to perform an
environmental review, where HUD determines to do so in accordance with 24 CFR 58.11(d);
a copy of the organization’s Code of Conduct; and such other documentation as specified by
HUD in writing that confirms or clarifies information provided in the application. HUD will
require the submission of the additional project information no later than 30 days after the
date of the letter for such information, except as otherwise provided in 24 CFR 578.21(c). If
an applicant is unable to meet any conditions for the award within the specified time frame,
HUD reserves the right not to award funds to the applicant and add those funds to the funds
available for the next appropriate Competition related to such section 231.

6. Performance and Compliance Actions of Funding Recipients. As part of HUD’s
ongoing management of each funded award, HUD will evaluate the performance and
compliance of each funded award. HUD expects recipients to fulfill performance goals
indicated in their application. HUD will measure and address the performance and
compliance actions of recipients in accordance with the applicable standards and sanctions of
the respective program.

7. Faith-Based Organizations. Executive Orders 13798 and 13831, promote religious
liberty and the increased engagement of faith-based groups in creating opportunity and
serving underserved communities.

D. Application Package. The submission summary in e-snaps provides the list of elements
required to complete each type of project application. A Collaborative Applicant will not be able
to submit an application to HUD until all required parts are completed, including the project-
level review and either accepting and ranking or rejecting the project applications. Once
available, the CoC Application, Project Applications, and the CoC Priority Listing can be
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accessed at https://esnaps.hud.gov/.

E. Content and Form of Application Submission. The CoC Consolidated Application for
funds under this NOFO includes the CoC Application, which describes the CoC's plan for ending
homelessness, its system-level performance, and addresses the selection criteria specified in
Section VII of this NOFO; the CoC Priority Listing which includes four project listings including
all project applications submitted to the CoC for funding consideration that are either approved
and ranked or rejected; and the signed and dated form HUD-2991, Certification of Consistency
with the Consolidated Plan.

F. CoC Consolidated Application. The Collaborative Applicant must submit the

CoC Consolidated Application in e-snaps on behalf of the CoC. The Consolidated Application
includes the parts listed below, (for more information see the project

applications), CoC Application, and CoC Priority Listing detailed instructions and e-

snaps Navigational Guides, which were developed by a technical assistance provider and located
on the HUD Exchange).

1. CoC Application, with all charts and narratives completed as applicable and all required
attachments, including:

a. CoC Review, Score, and Ranking Procedures. The CoC's written procedures that are
publicly posted for all interested stakeholders and applicants that clearly describe the
project-level review and ranking process that is used by the CoC to determine which
CoC Program project applications submitted to the CoC are submitted to HUD;

b. Projects to Serve Persons Defined as Homeless under paragraph (3) of 24 CFR

578.3. If the CoC is seeking to serve persons defined as homeless under paragraph (3) of
the homeless definition, which is only permitted with funds from the Rural Set Aside, a
list of projects that will serve persons defined as homeless under paragraph (3) of the
homeless definition;

c. Longitudinal Systems Analysis (LSA) Report. The report that shows all the system
performance measures that were submitted to HUD as well as the data quality measures
for the information submitted to HUD.

d. The CoC’s Plan for serving Individuals and Families Experiencing Homelessness with
Severe Service Needs described in Section VII.B.4 of this NOFO. The maximum length
of the CoC’s Plan For Serving Individuals and Families Experiencing Homelessness with
Severe Service Needs is 15 pages. HUD will not count attachments required in Section
VIIL.B.4 towards the 15-page limit. Collaborative Applicants must use the following
format for their Plans For Serving Individuals and Families Experiencing Homelessness
with Severe Service Needs:

(1) use paper size 8-1/2 x 11 inches;

(2) use single-spacing;

(3) use at least a 1/2 inch for all margins. HUD will count pages with margins smaller
than 2 inch as two pages;

(4) use 12-point, Times New Roman font;

(5) HUD will count any pages marked as sub-pages (e.g., with numbers and letters
such as 25A, 25B, 25C) as separate pages;

(6) limit of one page per one sheet of paper; i.e., pages may not be shrunk to get two
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or more pages on a page. Shrunken pages, or pages where a minimized/reduced font
are used. HUD will be count shrunken pages as multiple pages; and
(7) number all pages consecutively.

e. Letters of Commitment, Contracts, or Other Formal Written Agreements
Demonstrating the Development of New Units and New Housing Opportunities for
People Experiencing Homelessness. These written commitments must demonstrate the
number of new units being developed or set aside for individuals experiencing
homelessness and the date by which they will be available.

f. Written Commitments from Hospitals, Healthcare Clinics, Insurance Agencies,
Medicaid State Agencies, Public Health Departments, Mental Health Clinics, Federally
Qualified Health Center (FQHC), or Drug Treatment Facilities. These written
commitments must demonstrate the types of services being made available on a
voluntary basis, the value of the commitment, and the dates the healthcare resources will
be provided.

g. Letter Signed by Working Group Comprised of Persons with Lived Experience of
Homelessness. The letter must be signed by either (1) at least three members involved in
the working group comprised of individuals with lived experience or (2) an authorized
representative of the workgroup (e.g., a working chair) along with evidence that the
person is authorized to represent the group. The letter must demonstrate support of the
priorities in the CoCs Plan for Serving Individuals and Families Experiencing
Homelessness with Severe Service Needs in the CoC’s geographic area outlined in the
Special NOFO CoC Application and the Project Applications.

h. Letter of Commitment from PHA(s) serving the CoC’s geographic area. The
Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2021 (Public Law 116-260, approved December 20,
2020) makes available $43,439,000 of new incremental voucher assistance under section
8(0) of the United States Housing Act of 1937 for use by individuals and families
experiencing or at-risk of homelessness; those fleeing or attempting to flee domestic
violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking; veterans and families that include
a veteran family member that meets one of the preceding criteria (Stability Vouchers).
HUD expects to announce this funding opportunity in FY 2022. HUD is asking CoCs to
demonstrate written commitments with PHAs to: (1) pair vouchers with CoC-funded
supportive services; and (2) to work with the CoC and other stakeholders to develop a
prioritization plan for a potential allocation of Stability Vouchers or a preference for
general admission to Housing Choice Voucher Program through the coordinated entry
process for individuals and families experiencing homelessness, at risk of homelessness,
or fleeing or attempting to flee domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or
stalking.

All project applicants must
attach documentation of eligibility and the subrecipient eligibility must also be attached
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to the project application;

e. Applicant Certifications;

f. Form HUD-2880, Applicant/Recipient Disclosure/Update Report. Must be attached for
each project and must include the correct amount of HUD assistance requested.

g. SF-LLL, Disclosure of Lobbying Activities (if applicable);

h. Form HUD-50070, Certification for Drug-Free Workplace;

1. Disclosure of Lobbying Activities; and

j. Applicant Code of Conduct. All project applicants must ensure their organization has a
Code of Conduct that complies with the requirements of 2 CFR part 200 and is on file
with HUD

at https://www.hud.gov/program_offices/spm/gmomgmt/grantsinfo/conduct. If the
organization's Code of Conduct does not appear on HUD's website, the project applicant
must attach its Code of Conduct that includes all required information to its Project
Applicant Profile in e-snaps.

3. The CoC Priority Listing, including:

a. Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside project listing;

b. Rural Set Aside project listing;

c. UFA Costs project listing; and

d. CoC Planning project listing.

e. Form HUD-2991, Certification of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan. The
Collaborative Applicant must submit a certification by the jurisdiction in which the
proposed project(s) will be located that the applicant's application(s) for funding is
consistent with the jurisdiction's HUD-approved consolidated plan dated between June
22,2022 and October 20, 2022. This program requires a Certification of Consistency
with the Consolidated Plan under 24 CFR 91.2, and certifies the proposed activities in
the project applications are consistent with the jurisdiction's strategic plan, and the
location of the proposed activities is consistent with the geographic areas specified in the
Consolidated Plan. Additionally, applicants that propose locate a project on a reservation
or trust land must include a tribal resolution from the tribe authorizing the applicant to do
so or a letter from an official or principal of the Indian Tribe or TDHE who is authorized
to act on behalf of in the Indian Tribe or TDHE indicating approval. Tribes do not need
to include a tribal resolution to site a project on their own reservation or trust land. A
tribal resolution is the formal manner in which the tribal government expresses its
legislative will in accordance with its organic documents. In the absence of such organic
documents, a written expression adopted pursuant to tribal practices or a letter from an
official or principal of the Indian Tribe or TDHE who is authorized to act on behalf of
the Indian tribe or TDHE will be acceptable.

4. Solo Applicants. Eligible project applicants that attempted to participate in the CoC
planning process in the geographic area in which they operate, that believe they were denied
the right to participate in a reasonable manner, may submit a solo project application to HUD
and may be awarded a grant from HUD by following the procedure found in 24 CFR

578.35. Solo applicants must submit their solo project application in e-snaps to HUD

by 8:00 PM EDT, on October 20, 2022. See Section X.C of this NOFO for additional
information regarding the Solo Applicant appeal process.
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G. Submission Dates and Times.
1. Application Deadline Date

a. Completed applications must be submitted to HUD on or before 8:00 PM Eastern time
on October 20, 2022.

b. 24 CFR 578.9 require CoCs to design, operate, and follow a collaborative process for
the development of an application in response to a NOFO issued by HUD. As part of this
collaborative process, CoCs must implement internal competition deadlines to ensure
transparency and fairness at the local level. The implementation of deadlines that meet
the standards outlined below for Special NOFO project applications will be considered as
part of scoring criteria as detailed in Section VII.B.1.b of this NOFO.

(1) Project Application. All project applications are required to be submitted to the
CoC no later than 30 days before the application deadline. CoCs that fail to establish
a deadline for project applications that is no later than 30 days before the Special
NOFO Competition application submission deadline will receive 0 points under
Section VIL.B.1.b of this NOFO.

(2) CoC Notification to Project Applicants. CoCs are required to notify, in writing
outside of e-snaps, all project applicants who submitted their project applications to
the CoC by the CoC-established deadline whether their project application(s) will be
accepted and ranked on the CoC Priority Listing, rejected, or reduced by the CoC no
later than 15 days before the Special NOFO application submission deadline. Where
a project application is being rejected or reduced, the CoC must indicate the reason(s)
for the rejection or reduction. Any project applicants that are rejected or reduced by
the CoC must be notified in writing outside of e-snaps, with an explanation for the
decision to reject or reduce the project application. CoCs that fail to provide rejection
or reduction notification to a project applicant that submits its project application
within the local competition deadline will receive 0 points under Section VII.B.1.b of
this NOFO.

c. For the CoC Consolidated Application to be considered complete and properly
submitted for review by HUD in the Special NOFO Competition, the Collaborative
Applicant must submit the entire CoC Consolidated Application, which includes the:
CoC Application, CoC Priority Listing, and project applications on behalf of the CoC, by
the application deadline. Note that the "Submit" button will not be available on the
Submission Summary of the CoC Application and the CoC Priority Listing until all
required sections of the application and all parts of the listings, including accepting and
ranking with a unique rank number or rejecting project applications have been
completed. Collaborative Applicants should review the Submission Summary form
carefully to ensure that no sections state ""Please Complete." The CoC Application and
the CoC Priority Listing are separate submissions in e-snaps; therefore,
Collaborative Applicants must ensure that both the CoC Application and the CoC
Priority Listing, that includes all project applications either approved and ranked
or rejected, are submitted in e-snaps prior to the application submission deadline.

d. Collaborative Applicants should print a copy of the Submission Summary form from
the CoC Application and the CoC Priority Listing before closing their internet browser
after the CoC Consolidated Application has been submitted to HUD. This is the
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Collaborative Applicant's receipt of submission and proof of compliance with the
application deadline. HUD will not give funding consideration to any Collaborative
Applicant whose CoC Application or CoC Priority Listing is determined to be late and
that are unable to provide HUD with a record of submission that verifies the

CoC Consolidated Application was submitted prior to the application deadline date and
time.

e. HUD strongly suggests that applicants use the "Export to PDF" functionality of e-
snaps to print a hard copy of all submission documents for their records. This can be
completed prior to or after submission.

f. As stated in Section VI.G of this NOFO, it is imperative that all Collaborative
Applicants meet the application submission deadline of October 20, 2022. Applications
that are not received on time will not be funded.

g. CoC and project applicants experiencing technical difficulty with any part of the
Consolidated Application should notify HUD immediately for assistance and document
all attempts to obtain assistance. Notification of technical difficulties are to be sent to
Special CoOCNOFO@hud.gov. HUD will not provide assistance directly related to
content, only to troubleshoot submission issues.

CoC Consolidated Applications will be assessed on a 100-point scale for the Unsheltered
Homelessness Set Aside. CoC Consolidated Applications will be assessed on an 89-point scale
for the Rural Set Aside. No Collaborative Applicants have exercised the authority under 422(j)
of the Act in any prior CoC Program Competition; therefore, no selection criteria based on
section 427(b)(1)(A)(viii) is included in this NOFO. Collaborative Applicants interested in
exercising 422(j) authority should review section VII.C of this NOFO. Additionally, for purposes
of the requirements of section 427 (b)(1)(B)(iv)(II) of the Act., HUD considers “all relevant
subpopulations” to mean families, youth, veterans, persons fleeing or attempting to flee domestic
violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking, persons who are unsheltered, and
chronically homeless individuals and families.

CoCs that submit applications including costs for new construction or rehabilitation, which HUD
will only fund as part of the Rural Set Aside funding opportunity, must ensure the project
application includes a letter from the CoC in support of the new construction and rehabilitation
activities. As part of the application, the applicant must submit a letter of support that includes
specific details as to how the project will comply with Section 3 of the Housing and Urban
Development Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C. 1701u) (Section 3) and HUD’s implementing rules at 24
CFR part 75 to provide employment and training opportunities for low- and very low-income
persons, as well as contracting and other economic opportunities for businesses that provide
economic opportunities to low- and very low-income persons. If the support letter from the
CoC is not submitted or the letter does not include specific details for compliance, the capital
cost project will be rejected.

B. CoC Application Scoring. The chart below describes the CoC Application criteria that will be
used to establish CoC scores. HUD will use all of the factors outlined in this Section to establish
the CoC’s score for the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside funding opportunity. For the Rural
Set Aside funding opportunity, HUD will only use the factors labeled “(Required for Rural Set
Aside)” to establish the CoCs score. CoCs only applying for funds under the Rural Set Aside
only need to answer those marked “(Required for Rural Set Aside)”. CoCs must receive at least
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50 percent of the points available, not including bonus points, for the funding opportunity (i.e.,
50 points for the Unsheltered Set Aside and 44.5 points for the Rural Set Aside) to receive
funding of any of its projects.

C. Use of CoC Funds for Other Federal Definitions of Homelessness. CoCs may request, in the
CoC Application, that up to 10 percent of funding for the Rural Set Aside under this NOFO be
approved to serve homeless households with children and youth defined as homeless under other
federal statutes who are unstably housed (paragraph 3 of the definition of homeless found at 24
CFR 578.3). Approved CoCs are limited to using only up to 10 percent of the total amount
awarded to the CoC under this NOFO for the Rural Set Aside to serve this population and must
determine which project(s) will be permitted to use some or all of their funding for this purpose.
The only project types that will be funded in this Competition to serve this population are
Supportive Services Only, and the Joint TH and PH-RRH projects. No projects awarded as part
of the Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside may serve individuals and families meeting the
definition of paragraph (3) of the definition of homeless.

To be approved to serve this population, CoCs making this request must demonstrate that serving
this population is of equal or greater priority, which means that it is equally or more cost
effective in meeting the overall goals and objectives of the plan submitted under Section
427(b)(1)(B) of the Act, especially with respect to children and unaccompanied youth, than
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serving the homeless as defined under paragraphs (1), (2), and (4) of the definition of homeless
in 24 CFR 578.3. CoCs must thoroughly describe how the requirements described in Section
427(b)(1)(F) of the Act will be met. CoCs must identify the specific project(s) that will use
funding for this purpose (up to 10 percent of the CoC's total award under this NOFO for the
Rural Set Aside) by submitting an attachment to the CoC Application in e-snaps that must
include the following:

1. project name(s) as listed on the CoC Priority Listing; and
2. amount of funding in the project or per project that will be used for this purpose.

If HUD approves a CoC's request, HUD will notify the Collaborative Applicant. See 24 CFR
578.89 for more information about this limitation.

D. CoCs That Have Included the Same Geographic Area in Their CoC Program
Registration(Competing CoCs). CoCs must apply for the geographic area they included in their
FY 2022 CoC Program Registration. If more than one CoC included the same geographic area in
their FY 2022 CoC Program Registration, HUD will award funds to the CoC whose
application(s) had the highest total score. No projects will be funded from the lower scoring CoC
and no projects that are submitted in two or more competing CoC applications will be funded.

E. Other Program Requirements

Conflict of Interest of Consultants or Technical Experts Assisting HUD. Consultants and
technical experts who assist HUD in rating and ranking applications for funding under published
FY 2021 Program NOFOs are subject to 18 U.S.C. 208, the Federal criminal conflict-of-interest
statute, and the Standards of Ethical Conduct for Employees of the Executive Branch regulation
published at 5 CFR 2635.

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VIII. Project Review and Selection Process

A. Review, Rating, and Ranking. In addition to the selection criteria rating for the overall CoC
Application, described in Section VII.B of this NOFO, a threshold review for project applicants
and project applications will be conducted. HUD may employ rating panels to review and rate
all or part of the CoC Applications according to the rating criteria in Section VII.B of this
NOFO.

1. Project Threshold Review. Project applicant and subrecipient eligibility, capacity, and
quality. HUD will review project applications to determine whether project applicants and
subrecipients meet the eligibility and capacity thresholds, and whether the project
applications meet the eligibility and project quality thresholds detailed in Sections V.C.3.b
and V.C.3.c of this NOFO. If HUD determines these standards are not met, the project
application will be rejected from the Competition. If a project application passes the project
eligibility threshold review in Section V.C.3.b and receives enough points to pass the project
quality threshold review in Section V.C.3.c of this NOFO, but does not receive all of the
points available for its project type, then HUD may place conditions on the grant award that
must be satisfied before HUD will execute a grant agreement with the applicant for the
project. If an applicant is unable to satisfy the condition within the time frame specified by
HUD, HUD reserves the right to withdraw the conditionally awarded funds.

B. Adjustments to Selection of Projects. HUD may adjust the selection of competitive projects
as follows:

1. Geographic Diversity. HUD has determined that geographic diversity is an appropriate
consideration in selecting homeless assistance projects in this Special NOFO. HUD believes
that geographic diversity can be achieved best by awarding grants to as many HUD regions
as possible. To this end, in instances where any of the HUD regions do not have at least one
funded CoC, HUD reserves the right to fund projects to a CoC, up to their maximum
allowable amount, with the highest total score. Further, HUD will not provide funding to
more than 10 CoCs in a single state. If more than 10 CoCs from a single state qualify for
funding, HUD will fund the 10 highest scoring CoCs .

2. Tie-breaking Rules for Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside. In the case of a tie, HUD
will fund the projects from the CoC that has a higher number of unsheltered people as
reported in the 2019 Point in Time Count.

If HUD exercises a right it has reserved under this NOFO, that right will be exercised uniformly
across all applications received in response to this NOFO.

C. Corrections to Deficient Applications. Deficiency is information missing or omitted within
a submitted application. Deficiencies typically involve missing documents, information on a
form, or some other type of unsatistied information requirement (e.g., an unsigned form,
unchecked box, etc.). Depending on specific criteria, deficiencies may be either curable or non-
curable.

e Curable Deficiency — Applicants may correct a curable deficiency with timely action. To
be curable the deficiency must: not be a threshold requirement, except for documentation
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of applicant eligibility; not influence how an applicant is ranked or scored versus other
applicants; and be remedied within the time frame specified in the notice of deficiency.

e Non-Curable Deficiency — An applicant cannot correct a non-curable deficiency after the
submission deadline. Non-curable deficiencies are deficiencies if corrected would change
an applicant’s score or rank versus other applicants. Non-curable deficiencies may result
in an application being marked ineligible, or otherwise adversely affect an application’s
score and final determination.

Correction of technical deficiencies must be received by HUD within 7 calendar days after
notification is received by the applicant from HUD via email or fax. The start of the cure period
will be the date stamp on the email HUD sends to the authorized representative as noted in the
Project Applicant Profile in e-snaps; therefore, it is critical that the project applicant’s authorized
representative’s information is accurate. Additionally, HUD reserves the right to respond to
unanticipated system defects, ambiguities, and technical difficulties in application submissions
in e-snaps through a flexible implementation of its authority to cure application deficiencies
through written inquires seeking clarification and additional information (also known as
callbacks). Upon proper publication in the Federal Register, HUD reserves the right to extend
the Competition deadline for good cause.

IX. Award Administration Information

A. Award Notices. Following the evaluation process, HUD will notify successful applicants of
their selection for funding. HUD will also notify all other applicants, whose applications were
received by the deadline, but have not been chosen for award. Award information will be sent by
email to the authorized representative in item 8F of the SF-424 and to the person listed as
authorized representative in item 21 of the SF-424.

Conditional Selection. Action on Conditionally Selected Application. HUD will notify
conditionally selected applicants in writing. HUD may subsequently request conditionally
selected applicants to submit additional project information—which may include documentation
to show the project is financially feasible; documentation of firm commitments for match;
documentation showing site control; information necessary for HUD to perform an
environmental review, where HUD determines to do so in accordance with 24 CFR 58.11(d); a
copy of the organization’s Code of Conduct; and such other documentation as specified by HUD
in writing— that confirms or clarifies information provided in the application. HUD will require
the submission of the additional project information no later than 30 days after the date of the
letter, except as otherwise provided in 24 CFR 578.21(c). If an applicant is unable to meet any
conditions for the award within the specified time frame, HUD reserves the right not to award
funds to the applicant and add those funds to the funds available for the next competition.
Adjustments to Funding. To ensure the fair distribution of funds and enable the purposes or
requirements of a specific program to be met, HUD reserves the right to fund less than the
amount requested in an application.

a. HUD will fund no portion of an application that:

(1) Is not eligible for funding under applicable statutory or regulatory requirements;

(2) Does not meet the requirements of this notice; or

(3) Duplicates other funded programs or activities from prior year awards or other selected
applicants.

15. Environmental Requirements, which include compliance with environmental justice
requirements under Executive Order 12898 and 14008.
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C. Reporting.
HUD requires recipients to submit performance and financial reports under OMB guidance and
program instructions.

1. Recipient Integrity and Performance Matters. Applicants should be aware that if the total
Federal share of their Federal award includes more than $500,000 over the period of
performance, you may be subject to post award reporting requirements reflected in Appendix XII
to Part 200-Award Term and Condition for Recipient Integrity and Performance Matters.

2. Race, Ethnicity and Other Data Reporting. HUD requires recipients that provide HUD-
funded program benefits to individuals or families to report data on the race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, age, disability, and family characteristics of persons and households who are
applicants for, participants in, or beneficiaries or potential beneficiaries of HUD programs in
order to carry out the Department’s responsibilities under the Fair Housing Act, Executive Order
11063, Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, and Section 562 of the Housing and Community
Development Act of 1987.

3. Performance Reporting. All HUD funded programs, including this program, require
recipients to submit, not less than annually, a report documenting achievement of outcomes
under the purpose of the program and the work plan in the award agreement.

4. Compliance with the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act of 2006
(FFATA) (Pub. L. 109-282) (Transparency Act) as amended. FFATA requires information on
Federal awards be made available to the public via a single, searchable website, which is
www.USASpending.gov. Accordingly, each award HUD makes under this NOFO will be subject
to the requirements provided by the Award Term in Appendix A to 2 CFR Part 170,
“REPORTING SUBAWARD AND EXECUTIVE COMPENSATION INFORMATION,”
unless the Federal funding for the award (including funding that may be added through
amendments) is not expected to equal or exceed $30,000. Requirements under this Award Term
include filing subaward information in the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency
Act (FFATA) Sub-award Reporting System (FSRS.gov) by the end of the month following the
month in which the recipient awards any sub-grant equal to or greater than $30,000. Each
applicant under this NOFO must have the necessary processes and systems in place to comply
with this Award Term, in the event that they receive an award, unless an exception applies under
2 CFR 170.110.

D. Debriefing. For a period of at least 120 days, beginning 30 days after the final public
announcement of awards under this NOFO, HUD will provide a debriefing related to their
application to requesting Collaborative Applicants. A request for debriefing must be made in
writing or by email by the Primary Contact listed in the Collaborative Applicant Profile in e-
snaps or by his or her successor in office and be submitted to the POC in Section XI.C.3.
Information provided during a debriefing may include the final score the Collaborative Applicant
received for each rating factor, final evaluator comments for each rating factor, and the final
assessment indicating the basis upon which funding was approved or denied for the CoC.

E. CoC Award Notices

1. Action on Conditionally Selected Application. HUD may subsequently request
conditionally selected applicants to submit additional project information—which may include
documentation to show the project is financially feasible; documentation of firm
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commitments for match; documentation showing site control; information necessary for
HUD to perform an environmental review, where HUD determines to do so in accordance
with 24 CFR 58.11(d); a copy of the organization’s Code of Conduct; and such other
documentation as specified by HUD in writing—to the application, that confirms or clarifies
information provided in the application. HUD will require the submission of the additional
project information no later than 30 days after the date of the letter for such information,
except as otherwise provided in 24 CFR 578.21(c). If an applicant is unable to meet any
conditions for the award within the specified time frame, HUD reserves the right not to
award funds to the applicant.

2. Appeals Process. Applicants may appeal funding decisions only as provided in 24 CFR
578.35. See Section X of this NOFO regarding the CoC Program specific process for
appeals.

F. Administrative and National Policy Requirements.

1. Administrative and Other Program Requirements. Federal agencies are required to
measure the performance of their programs. HUD captures this information not only from
monitoring visits and APRs, but also on the data gathered in annual Competitions. For this
NOFO HUD will measure the performance of recipients by the objective to “address
unsheltered homelessness” based on system performance.

2. Timeliness Standards. The project applicant is expected to initiate the approved projects
promptly in accordance with the requirements of this section of this NOFO. Project
applicants must plan accordingly and only submit project applications that can start
operations in a timely manner with sufficient time to complete the post award process within
the awarded grant term. In addition, HUD will take action if the recipient fails to satisfy the
timeliness standards found in 24 CFR 578.85.

3. Reporting

a. In accordance with program regulations at 24 CFR 578.103:

1. Recipients must maintain records within the time frame required, make any reports,
including those pertaining to race, ethnicity, gender, and disability status that HUD
may require. Project recipients may report the data as part of their APR submission to
HUD. Also, project recipients who expend $750,000 or more in 1 year in federal
awards are reminded they must have a single or program-specific audit for that year
in accordance with the provisions of 2 CFR part 200, subpart F.

i1. Recipients will be subject to the reporting requirements under 2 CFR 578.103(e).
In addition to the required Annual Performance Report, recipients will submit
quarterly reports, as authorized by 24 CFR 578.103(e) and required by this NOFO.
Quarterly reports will be due 30 days after the end of the calendar quarter (e.g.,
reports for the first quarter of the calendar year will be due April 30) and will be
submitted to HUD after the recipient first incurs costs. Thirty days after the end of
the fourth quarter, the recipient will submit an Annual Report to HUD.

b. Section 3 Reporting Regulations. Pursuant to 24 CFR 75.3(a)(2), the Section 3
requirements apply to housing rehabilitation, housing construction, and other public
construction projects assisted under HUD programs that provide housing and community
development financial assistance when the total amount of assistance to the project
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exceeds a threshold of $200,000.

c. Award notices may also include requirements for sub-award reporting in compliance
with the requirements of the Federal Financial Assistance Accountability and
Transparency Act of 2006 (Pub. L. 109-282) (FFATA) and Section 872 of the Duncan
Hunter National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2009 (Pub. L. 110-417),
referred to as “Section 872.” See the General Section for further information.

X. Appeals

A. Description. 24 CFR 578.35 provides the appeal process options. Sections 578.35(b)(3),
(b)(4), (c)(1), and (d)(2) authorize HUD to establish requirements for the form and manner of
submissions for appeals by Solo Applicants, applicants with denied or decreased funding, and
from competing CoCs. For HUD to consider an appeal under 24 CFR 578.35(b) or (c), the solo
project applicant must follow the applicable process set forth in this NOFO. This NOFO also
provides guidance to CoCs and applicants regarding appeals of a jurisdiction’s refusal to sign the
Consolidated Plan certification for a project under 24 CFR 578.35(c¢).

Additionally, HUD is clarifying the impact that Solo Applicant appeals will have on HUD
signing grant agreements for Special NOFO funds awarded under this NOFO. If HUD receives
one or more Solo Applicant appeals from a CoC for these Special NOFO funds, HUD will
determine the amount of funding that the Solo Applicant(s) has requested; and HUD may delay
signing grant agreements for the awarded project(s) listed at the bottom of the CoC Priority
Listing that have requested funding under this Special NOFO equal to double the amount
requested by the Solo Applicant(s). Refer to the Solo Applicant appeal process in Section X.C
of this NOFO for additional information about the Solo Application appeal process.

Finally, for the purposes of the appeals identified in this NOFO where 24 CFR 578.35 requires
that all evidence be sent to the CoC and that the CoC respond to evidence, this means that
correspondence to the CoC must be addressed to the CoC Board or the CoC-designated
Collaborative Applicant and all correspondence to HUD from the CoC must be addressed from
the CoC’s designated Collaborative Applicant. .

B. Types of Appeals. Provision at 24 CFR part 578 set forth the following types of appeals:

1. Solo Applicants. A process for eligible project applicants that attempted to participate in
their CoC planning process in the geographic area in which they operate, believe they were
denied the right to participate in a reasonable manner, and submitted a solo application for
funding by the application deadline.

2. Denied or Decreased Funding. A process for eligible applicants that are denied funds by
HUD or that requested more funds than HUD awarded to them.

3. Consolidated Plan Certification. A process for eligible applicants whose jurisdiction
refused to provide a Certification of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan (form HUD-
2990).

4. Competing CoCs. A process when more than one CoC includes the same geographic area
in their CoC Program Registration for eligible applicants of lower scoring CoCs, to appeal to
HUD’s decision to fund the competing CoC. There were no competing CoCs for FY 2022
funds; therefore, this NOFO does not address the process for appealing HUD’s decision to
award funds to the competing CoC.

C. Solo Applicant. Per the Act, “A solo applicant may submit an application to the Secretary for
a grant under subsection (a) and be awarded such grant on the same basis as such grants are
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awarded to other applicants based on the criteria described in section 427, but only if the
Secretary determines that the solo applicant has attempted to participate in the continuum of care
process but was not permitted to participate in a reasonable manner. The Secretary may award
such grants directly to such applicants in a manner determined to be appropriate by the
Secretary.”

To apply as a solo applicant, the project applicant must submit a Solo Applicant Project
Application in e-snaps by the application submission deadline. Additionally, the solo applicant,
Collaborative Applicant, and HUD must take the following steps (See 24.CFR.35 for more
information):

1. Written Notice of Intent to Appeal. The solo applicant must submit a written notice of
intent to appeal, with a copy to the Collaborative Applicant, with their funding application.
2. No later than 30 days after the date that HUD announces the awards, the solo applicant
shall submit in writing, with a copy to the Collaborative Applicant, all relevant evidence
supporting its claim. The submission shall be emailed to snapsappeals@hud.gov.

3.The Collaborative Applicant shall have 30 days from the date of its receipt of the solo
applicant's evidence to respond to HUD in writing, with a copy to the solo applicant. The
submission shall be emailed to snapsappeals@hud.gov.

4. HUD will notify the solo applicant and the Collaborative Applicant of its decision within
60 days of receipt of the Collaborative Applicant’s response.

5. If HUD finds that the solo applicant was not permitted to participate in the Continuum of
Care planning process in a reasonable manner, then HUD may award a grant to the solo
applicant when funds next become available and may direct the Continuum of Care to take
remedial steps to ensure reasonable participation in the future. HUD may also reduce the
award to the Continuum's applicant(s).

D. Denied or Decreased Funding. Eligible applicants, including project applicants and
Collaborative Applicants, that submitted an application to HUD in response to this NOFO, that
were either not awarded funds by HUD, or that requested more funds than HUD awarded, may
appeal HUD’s decision within 45 days after the final funding announcement. Only those
applicants with projects that were ranked within the CoC’s maximum amount available will be
considered for funding or additional funding.

To appeal HUD’s decision, the applicant must submit a written appeal to HUD, with a copy to
the authorized representative from the CoC’s designated Collaborative Applicant. The written
appeal must include evidence demonstrating HUD error and follow the instructions in this
section.

The applicant must submit its written appeal by email to snapsappeals@hud.gov, from the
organization’s email address on the organization’s letterhead and signed by the authorized
representative. The appeal process is as follows:

1. Denied Funding. To appeal HUD’s decision, the applicant must submit a written appeal
to HUD using the process outlined in Section X.F of this NOFO within 45 days of the date of
the funding announcement of the conditional awards from HUD, with a copy to the
authorized representative from the CoC’s designated Collaborative Applicant.

a. Projects, including projects for CoC planning funds and Unified Funding Agency
(UFA) costs, could have been rejected by HUD because:
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(1) the individual project application failed to meet eligibility and quality thresholds
set forth in this NOFO;

(2) the individual project application met eligibility and quality thresholds set forth in
this NOFO, but was ranked in a position where a portion of the grant funds were
outside the CoC’s maximum award amount, and after HUD reduced its funding to fit
within the CoC’s maximum award amount, HUD determined that the project was no
longer feasible; or

(3) HUD did not have sufficient funding to fund all eligible projects ranked within
the CoC’s maximum award amount.

b. For applicants that were fully denied funding for a grant, the applicant must provide
evidence that demonstrates HUD error in not awarding the grant. Documentation
submitted by the applicant must include:

(1) documentation that the project was ranked within the maximum award amount
available to the CoC;

(2) evidence from the project application supporting the applicant’s claim that the
project application met eligibility and quality thresholds set forth in this NOFO; and
(3) evidence that the applicant believes HUD failed to follow its selection priorities
set forth in this NOFO which resulted in the project not being funded (e.g., selecting
a lower-scored project within the CoC or a similar project from another CoC).

c. For applicants that were denied funding due to the individual project’s funding being
decreased to such a level that the project was no longer feasible, documentation
submitted by the applicant must include the evidence in Section I.H of this NOFO as
well as evidence for decreased funding in Section X.D.2 of this NOFO.

d. For CoCs that were denied funding due to the score of the CoC Application or the
score of the project application not being high enough to result in the funding of
project(s) within the CoC, and the lower score for either the CoC score or the project
score (applicable only for projects applying for the Rural Set Aside funding) was the
result of HUD error, the CoC may appeal the CoC or project application score and
request funding for affected projects. Documentation submitted by the Collaborative
Applicant on behalf of the CoC must include evidence of HUD error when calculating
the CoC Application or project application score.

Note: HUD can only consider information submitted with the CoC

Application. HUD will not consider additional information in support of the CoC
Application.

2. Decreased Funding. To appeal HUD’s decision, the applicant must submit a written
appeal to HUD using the process outlined in Section X.F of this NOFO within 45 days of the
date of the final funding announcement of the conditional awards from HUD, with a copy to
the authorized representative of the CoC’s designated Collaborative Applicant.
Documentation submitted by the applicant must include evidence of the HUD error the
applicant believes was made.

3. HUD Decision and Notification of Decision. Where HUD determines that HUD error
occurred, and the applicant should have been awarded additional funding, then HUD will
provide funding from the next available funds and make necessary adjustments by amending
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the award. HUD will reverse a decision only when the applicant can show that HUD error
caused the denial or decrease.

E. Consolidated Plan Certification. An applicant may appeal to HUD a jurisdiction’s refusal to
provide a certification of consistency with the Consolidated Plan. The appeals process is as
follows:

1. Written Appeal. With the project application that is submitted by the application
deadline, the applicant must submit a written appeal. Project applicants must submit its
appeal in e-snaps with its project application. The applicant must also email a copy of this
appeal to the jurisdiction that denied the certification of consistency and should send a copy
to the authorized representative from the CoC’s designated Collaborative Applicant, unless it
is the Collaborative Applicant that is filing the appeal. Otherwise, the project applicant or
Collaborative Applicant may submit the appeal to HUD using one of the methods in Section
X.F of this NOFO. The written appeal must include the following information:

a. a copy of the applicant’s request to the jurisdiction for the Certification of Consistency
with the Consolidated Plan;

b. a copy of the jurisdiction’s response stating the reasons for denial, including the
reasons the proposed project is not consistent with the jurisdiction’s Consolidated Plan in
accordance with 24 CFR 91.510(c); and

c. a statement of the reasons why the applicant believes its project is consistent with the
jurisdiction’s Consolidated Plan.

The appeal may include additional information the applicant believes supports its appeal,
including:

(1) any additional communication between the applicant and the jurisdiction
regarding the request for certification of consistency; and

(2) documentation that identifies to whom within the jurisdiction the evidence was
sent and date on which it was sent.

2. Jurisdiction Response. The jurisdiction will have 10 days after the receipt of the
applicant’s written appeal to submit a written response to HUD. The response must be sent
by email to snapsappeals@hud.gov on the organization’s letterhead, with a copy to the
project applicant and the authorized representative of the CoC’s designated Collaborative
Applicant. The response must include the following information:

a. an explanation of the reasons originally given for refusing to provide the Certification
of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan; and
b. written rebuttal to any claims made by the applicant in the written appeal.

3. HUD Decision and Notification of Decision.

a. HUD will review the submissions and will provide written notification, by email, of its
decision to the applicant and the jurisdiction, with a copy to the authorized representative
from the CoC’s designated Collaborative Applicant within 45 days of the date of the
receipt of the jurisdiction’s response. In making its decision, HUD will consider whether
the applicant submitted the request to the appropriate certifying jurisdiction and the
reasonableness of the jurisdiction’s refusal to provide the certificate.

b. If HUD finds that the certifying jurisdiction’s refusal to provide a certification of
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consistency with the Consolidated Plan was reasonable, then HUD will automatically
reject the project application. If HUD finds that the certifying jurisdiction’s refusal to
provide a certification of consistency with the Consolidated Plan was not reasonable,
then HUD will consider the project application for funding when funds become available
in accordance with the review standards set forth in this NOFO.

c. If the jurisdiction failed to provide written reasons for refusal, including the reasons
why the project is not consistent with the jurisdiction’s Consolidated Plan in its initial
response to the applicant’s request for a certification, HUD will find for the applicant
without further inquiry or response from the political jurisdiction.

d. HUD will provide written notification of its decision within 45 days of the date of
HUD’s receipt of the jurisdiction’s response. Where the jurisdiction failed to provide a
written response, HUD will provide written notification of its decision within 55 days of
the date of HUD’s receipt of the project applicant’s response.

F. Appeals Submission.

1. Submission of Appeals by Email. Appeals regarding solo applicants, denied or
decreased, and competing Continuums of Care must be submitted via email

to snapsappeals@hud.gov. The subject line of your email must include the CoC Number,
“Appeal Notice,” and type of appeal, i.e., Participation, HUD Error, or Consolidated
Plan Certification. A sample email Subject Line is: Subject: XX-500 — Appeal Notice—
Consolidated Plan Certification.

2. HUD Response. HUD will respond to all appeals via email. HUD will not consider any
requests to reconsider funding for Special NOFO funds except for those appeals outlined in
this NOFO.

All of HUD’s
responses to e-snaps technical assistance and other questions received will be made publicly
available for review by any applicant or potential applicant. HUD staff and HUD contractors are
prohibited from providing CoCs, Collaborative Applicants, and project applicants with guidance
that will result in a competitive advantage for any CoC or project application.

Following conditional selection of applications, HUD staff will be available to assist
conditionally awarded applicants in clarifying or confirming information that is a prerequisite to
the offer of a grant agreement by HUD. However, between the application deadline and the
announcement of conditional selections, HUD is prohibited from and will not accept any
information that would improve the substantive quality of a CoC’s application pertinent to
HUD’s funding decision.
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C. HUD staff will be available to provide general clarification on the content of this NOFO;
however, HUD staff are prohibited from assisting any applicant in preparing the application(s)
in e-snaps.

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Continuum of Care (CoC) Overview

The Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) CoC Program is authorized by
the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act and is designed to:
e Promote a community-based solutions to ending homelessness;
e Provide funding to nonprofits, states, and local governments to prevent and quickly re-
house individuals and families experiencing homelessness;
e Minimize the trauma and dislocation that individuals, families, and communities
experience as a result of homelessness; and
e Promote the effective utilization of mainstream resources

A Continuum of Care (CoC) is a community-based entity composed of representation from a

cross-section of providers, community organizations, representatives of mainstream

resources, and individuals from one or more localities that is responsible for the coordination

of services and resources to end homelessness in their designated jurisdiction. Localities
across the country and within Virginia have organized into CoCs to develop community-

based solutions to end homelessness and to access HUD CoC Program funding. There are

16 separate CoCs in Virginia. The Balance of State (BOS) is one of these 16 CoCs.

The BOS CoC is a continuum that includes 73 localities across the Commonwealth that

extend as far east as the Eastern Shore of Virginia to the Southwest region of Virginia. The

BOS CoC is organized into regionalized local planning groups (LPGs) that meet regularly and

work to address local needs.

Registration

DHCD serves as the lead organization and collaborative applicant of the Balance of State
CoC. DHCD is responsible for completing the registration for federal funding opportunities
that require a consolidated application on behalf of the CoC. Each organization that is eligible
to submit an application for federal funding competitions must register their organization in
eSnaps.

If recommended for funding, the organization’s project application will be included in the
CoC’s consolidated application submission.

Notification of Funding Opportunity (NOFO)

The Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) provides HUD’s required process for CoC’s to
follow in order to access funding opportunities including the application deadline. It will also
specify eligible projects and HUD priorities for funding. DHCD utilizes this document to
ensure that the BOS CoC processes align with the requirements outlined by HUD. The 2022
BOS funding priorities are based on current state and federal homeless goals as well as
including feedback from key stakeholders including persons with lived expertise, and
individuals from traditionally marginalized populations.

Project Application and Eligibility Review

All organizations that are interested in applying for projects through the Supplement to
Address Unsheltered and Rural Homelessness Funding Opportunity must complete the
required documents outline in the application addendum. All documents must be received by
the due date in order to be evaluated by DHCD’s Homeless and Special Needs program
team and the Ranking Committee of the Balance of State CoC. Each project application will
be reviewed and evaluated on the following criteria:
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e Project eligibility —the project must be an eligible project as outlined in the FY 22 HUD
CoC Program Supplement to Address Unsheltered and Rural Homelessness.
o Eligible Project Types
» Rapid Rehousing (RRH)
= Permanent Supportive Housing (PSH)
= Joint Transitional Housing — Rapid Rehousing Component (TH-RRH)
= Supportive Services Only (SSO)
= Homeless Management Information System (HMIS)

An initial project eligibility review will be completed by DHCD’s Homeless and Special
Needs Housing Unit program staff dedicated to the Balance of State CoC. A written
notification will be provided to applicant’s regarding their project’s eligibility.

e Local need —the project must meet an unmet need within the local planning group.
This must be supported by local planning data, including point-in-time count data and
be considered by the local planning group to be a project consistent with meeting local
needs.

e Local Coordination —the project must be fully coordinated and integrated, as
appropriate, within the local coordinated assessment system and linked to mainstream
resources.

e Project Feasibility —the project will be evaluated on its overall feasibility. This includes
factors such as the status of other funding sources including, if applicable, match
sources and the relative capacity of the provider and partners involved in the project.

e 2022 Priorities —The project will be evaluated on how well it will help to quickly
transition individuals and families to permanent housing and to what degree it is
aligned with identified and specific BOS priorities.

o To reduce the number of persons who become homeless,
o To shorten the length of time persons are homeless, and
o To reduce the number of persons that return to homelessness.

Please note that each project’s outcomes and housing focus will impact the overall HUD CoC
application score and future funding levels.

Only projects that are submitted through the project application process will be considered
eligible for the HUD CoC Application. Written feedback will be provided on each project
application submitted. Only projects submitted through this process regardless of feedback
may be submitted as a HUD CoC new project application. Applicants may also request a
technical assistance meeting for further guidance. Please contact Ara Mendoza at
ara.mendoza@dhcd.virginia.gov for additional support.

Project Ranking and Review

Once all eligible project documents have been submitted, DHCD is responsible for the
facilitation of the Balance of State CoC Ranking Committee. The Balance of State CoC
convenes a panel of community stakeholders (at least 5) including (but not limited to) persons
with lived experience, individuals from traditionally marginalized populations, homeless
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service providers, state employees, advocates, housing authority representatives, and local

government representatives to review and assess funding requests for the HUD Continuum
of Care Program. The panel, known as the Ranking Committee is an independent body (no
conflicts of interest) tasked in the CoC charter as the entity responsible for accepting
requests for funding and reviewing requests for consistency with meeting the federal, state,
and local goals and priorities for addressing homelessness.

The ranking committee will review all project applications meeting deadline requirements.
Projects will be ranked by the committee based on BOS funding priorities. The project
rankings are then reviewed and approved by the Steering Committee. Applicants will receive
notification of the outcome of the project ranking prior to the HUD specified deadline.

Appeals to the ranking committee decisions must be received in writing within ten days of
notification. All appeals must be on letter letterhead signed by the authorized authority for the
applicant organization.

Consolidated Application
CoC'’s are required to complete the Consolidated Application to be considered for federal
funding opportunities. The Consolidated Application includes two primary parts:

e CoC Application Narrative

e Individual Project application(s)

The CoC Application Narrative - HUD requires information about the CoC planning body
(steering committee), governance structure, overall CoC performance, and the strategic
planning process. This portion is scored by HUD and has impact on the amount of funding
awarded through the overall process. As the Collaborative Applicant of the Balance of State
CoC, DHCD completes this portion of the application on behalf of all 12 local planning
groups.

Individual Project Application

All parties interested in submitting a project application for a new project must submit the
application addendum and all required application documents to DHCD prior to August 26th,
2022 at 5:00PM.

All projects are completed in eSnaps by the project applicants.

Once eSnaps is open, project applicants will receive further instructions from DHCD for
completing their application in eSnaps.

The project application includes a description of the proposed project including details on who
the project will serve, the type of housing that will be provided, and what budget activities are
being requested. All project applications must be entered into eSnaps by the due date
(August 26th , 2022) set forth by the steering committee in order to be ranked and not
rejected by the CoC ranking committee.

2022 BOS Funding Priorities
Overall, the BOS CoC funding priorities are to:
e Address the limited availability of housing opportunities through:
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o Increasing rapid re-housing resources

o Increasing the number of permanent supportive housing units — where data
supports the need for chronic homeless units

Addressing the limited availability of housing opportunities

For the 2022 Continuum of Care Supplement to Address Unsheltered and Rural
Homelessness Funding Opportunity, projects that are dedicated to addressing the limited
availability of housing opportunities will be a priority.

Rapid re-housing projects for Individuals or Families will be a priority for this application.
These are projects that emphasize housing search and relocation services and short- and
medium- term rental assistance to move people experiencing homelessness as rapidly as
possible into permanent housing.

Additionally, permanent supportive housing (for chronically homeless Individuals or families)
— will be a priority for the 2022 application. This is community based housing paired with
services for formerly homeless individuals and families with disabilities living as
independently as possible without a designated length of stay. Please note that the emphasis
for new programs is on chronically homeless individuals.

Improving accessibility to services and housing

For the 2022 Continuum of Care Supplement to Address Unsheltered and Rural
Homelessness Funding Opportunity, projects that are dedicated to improving accessibility to
services and housing will be a priority.
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Applicants must demonstrate how they will address the needs of individuals and families who
share multiple intersectional identities that can contribute to their homelessness, coordinate

with mainstream partners, build more access points within the community, and address the
financial barriers that can create a burden for individuals to access housing through their

projects. Additionally, projects must demonstrate how their projects will be dedicated to

equity, housing and housing first, and reducing the number of individuals experiencing
homelessness for the first time.

Equity in delivery of services will be a priority for the 2022 application. In alignment with
Virginia’s Fair Housing Law, applicants have a duty to affirmatively further fair housing
opportunities for classes protected under the Fair Housing Act. Protected classes include
race, color, national origin, religion, sex, disability and familial status. Projects and applicants
will be evaluated based on how the project will contribute to the community’s current efforts to
deliver equitable services.

Focus on housing and housing first — projects that are committed to housing first approach
will be given a priority. This priority is for projects whose HUD funding request is primarily for
the housing component of the project.

Reducing the number of individuals experiencing homelessness for the first time will be a
priority for the 2022 application. Projects will be evaluated on their ability to provide support in
connecting individuals with natural and mainstream supports in lieu of entering the
homelessness system.

Maintain housing stability

For the 2022 Continuum of Care Supplement to Address Unsheltered and Rural
Homelessness Funding Opportunity, projects that are dedicated to maintaining an individual
or family’s stability in housing will be a priority.

Applicants must demonstrate how their projects will provide individualized services to meet
the basic needs of individuals and families experiencing homelessness while in permanent
housing, will ensure that supportive services are culturally competent in their administration of
housing interventions, will coordinate housing services with other mainstream resources, and
how projects will address the experience of intergenerational homelessness.

Planning and coordination resources

CoC responsibilities have grown since the Hearth Act regulations have been enacted. These
responsibilities include but are not limited to the implementation of performance measures
and a coordinated assessment system. As a result new project funding applications for
planning and coordinated assessment will be submitted by the CoC lead agency.

Eligible New Projects/Activities

The BOS CoC is soliciting new project applications for rapid re-housing, permanent
supportive housing, supportive services only projects and HMIS projects. New projects
seeking funding through this opportunity must align with the Virginia Balance of State CoC’s
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plan to address individuals and families with severe service needs. All project types target
homeless individuals and families.

Grant terms

The initial grant term for projects awarded through this funding opportunity will be 3 years.
For the rural set aside, the initial grant term for projects for new construction, rehabilitation,
and acquisition will be 3 to 5 years.

Rapid Re-housing

Rapid re-housing projects must be designed to help homeless individuals and families move
as quickly as possible into permanent housing and achieve stability in housing. Please note
rapid re-housing is limited to literally homeless households. These are households who at
intake lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence. This includes those currently
residing in a shelter and those exiting an institution (where they resided temporarily) with no
housing resources. These projects provide short-and/or medium-term assistance up to 24
months. The program participants keep the housing when the assistance ends.

This is community-based housing without a designated length of stay that permits formerly
homeless individuals or families to live as independently as possible. Services may not be
required, however case management must be provided at least once monthly.

(FMR). Program participants must have a lease with the property owner. A match
requirement of 25 percent applies.

Permanent Supportive Housing

Eligible new permanent supportive housing project must increase the number of available
units for chronic homeless individuals and/or families with disabilities. This is community-
based housing without a designated length of stay that permits formerly homeless individuals
or families to live as independently as possible. Services must be available, but may not be
required.

Planning

CoC planning projects - the project applications for CoC planning must be submitted by the
Collaborative Applicant, which must match the organization listed as the Collaborative
Applicant in the CoC Applicant Profile in e-snaps. This project type must request a 3-year
grant term. A Collaborative Applicant may apply for one CoC planning grant as part of the
Unsheltered Homelessness Set Aside.

Special Activities for Rural Set Aside

In the FY 2022 NOFO for the 2022 Continuum of Care Supplement to Address Unsheltered
and Rural Homelessness Funding Opportunity, special activities were outlined for projects
that are seeking funding through the rural set aside. These activities must be a component of
an eligible project. The special activities are:

¢ Rent or utility assistance — Rent or utility assistance after 2 months of nonpayment of
rent or utilities to prevent eviction or loss of utility service. Funds may be used to pay
rent or utility arrear payments up to 6 months on behalf of program participants
residing in permanent housing.

e Short-term emergency lodging in motels or shelters, either directly or through vouchers
- Eligible costs include lodging costs in motels or hotels for program participants; pro-
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rata share of sheltering program participants in existing shelters so long as the costs
are actual costs of creating new and temporary beds in emergency shelters and not to
permanently increase the capacity of the shelter. No funds may be used to shelter
program participants in existing shelter beds.

e Repairs — Repairs (such as insulation, window repair, door repair, roof repair, and
repairs) that are necessary to make housing habitable to be used for transitional or
permanent housing by people experiencing homelessness. The total cost of repairs
may not exceed $10,000 per structure.

e Capacity building activities - Capacity building activities are those activities that
maintain or improve the skills of recipients. Eligible capacity building activities include
employee education, job training, staff retention activities such as financial incentives
to staff, paying for continuing education opportunities, cross training within an
organization, staff training and professional licensing or certification, and other
professional development activities. An applicant may apply for up to 20% of funds
requested as part of the project, including project administrative costs, for capacity
building activities.

e Emergency food and clothing assistance - The cost of providing meals or groceries
and clothing to program participants are eligible costs.

e Costs associated with making use of Federal Inventory property programs to house
homeless individuals and families. Federal Inventory property programs means the
Use of Federal Real Property to Assist the Homeless program authorized by title V of
the Act, and implemented by 24 CFR part 581, and the Single Family Property
Disposition Program authorized by section 204(g) of the National Housing Act (12.
U.S.C. 1710(g)) and implemented at 24 CFR part 291

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Governance

The Balance of State CoC has a charter that is updated on an annual basis that outlines the governance
structure. This structure includes the collaborative applicant (DHCD), steering committee (governing
board), four standing sub-committees (HMIS/Performance Improvement, Coordinated
Entry/Assessment, Service Coordination, and Ranking), and ad-hoc committees as needed.

Each of the 12 local planning groups has one representative elected to sit on the steering committee. In
addition the steering committee is comprised of one representative from the Department of Housing
and Community Development, and a consumer representative (homeless or formerly homeless).

See charter for additional details.
CoC Competition Process

Annually the Virginia Balance of State (BoS) Continuum of Care (CoC) Collaborative Applicant submits a
CoC Program application to HUD in accordance with the Notice of Funding Availability and guidance
from the BoS Ranking Committee and BoS Steering Committee. The Collaborative Applicant (CA) will
adhere to the following approved process to submit the application.

Registration

The application process begins when HUD releases the CoC Program Registration Notice. Itisthe CA’s
responsibility to complete the registration process and submit the registration via eSNAPS (HUD's
electronic grant management system).

Grant Inventory Worksheet (GIW)

The CA will send a copy of the GIW to each project contact for review and updates. Once each project is
updated, the CA consolidates all projects into one GIW spreadsheet and submits the information to
HUD. The CA in collaboration with project applicants makes any identified changes to the GIW (once
reviewed by HUD) and receives the final approved GIW from HUD.

Intent to Apply for New Projects and Reallocation Process

Once the registration is released, but prior to the release of the NOFA, the CA seeks interest from each
of the 12 Local Planning Groups (LPGs) to apply for a new project either PSH for chronic households or
RR-H projects. The CA provides this information via the Virginia BoS CoC website
(http://www.dhcd.virginia.gov/index.php/housing-programs-and-assistance/homeless-prevention-and-

assistance-services/continuum-of-care/balance-of-state.html) and through emails to each of the LPG

lead contacts and steering committee members. The website and the email provide the pre-application
(Attachment A) and instructions for applying for new projects. Instructions also request that all LPG
stakeholders are made aware of the CoC competition opportunity.

This pre- application is used by the CA to ensure the new project is eligible, meets a community need, is
Housing First, and is viable. After the pre-application is reviewed by the CA, the agency is provided
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feedback on any changes or concerns the CA has about the new project. The agency can then make a
decision about submitting a final application to the ranking committee once final project applications
are due.

Notification of Funding Availability

Once HUD releases the Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA), the Collaborative Applicant sends it to all
current CoC grantees, all BoS committee members, and LPG lead contacts. The notice is also published
on the BoS CoC webpage hosted by the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development.

The Collaborative Applicant reviews the NOFA, releases a timeline with instruction for the application
process, and a final request for new projects (should the NOFA offer the opportunity for projects other
than PSH for chronic households or RR-H projects, ex. expansion projects). The timeline and instructions
are sent to the aforementioned recipients and published on the BoS website. If a LPG has an interest in a
new project at this time, they submit the same application (Attachment A) to the Collaborative
Applicant. The application is reviewed by the CA and the CA provides feedback as to eligibility and any
guestions or concerns. If eligible, the interested agency is instructed on submitting an application in
eSNAPS.

Ranking and Review

The Balance of State Continuum of Care (CoC) convenes a panel of community stakeholders (at least 5)
including (but not limited to) homeless service providers, state employees, advocates, housing authority
representatives, local government representatives, and formally homeless representatives to review
and assess funding requests for the HUD Continuum of Care Program. The panel, known as the Ranking
Committee is an independent body (no conflicts of interest) tasked in the CoC charter as the entity
responsible for accepting requests for funding and reviewing requests for consistency with meeting the
federal, state, and local goals and priorities for addressing homelessness.

Scoring Instructions:

The steering committee of the BoS CoC approved the following scoring instructions to align with the
HUD CoC Program Rating and Ranking tool on June 5, 2018 to measure project performance and
capacity using objective criteria (see Rating and Ranking Tool — Attachment B).

Renewal and new projects are scored according to three (3) subcategories: 1) Standard Renewals:
renewing projects that have operated for a full 12-month period; 2) First Time Renewals: renewing
projects that have not yet begun operating or have begun operating but have not yet completed a full
12-month period; and 3) New Projects: projects that have never been awarded CoC Program funds. In
order to be considered, all projects must pass Threshold Criteria:

1. Participation in coordinated entry
2. Applies housing first and low barrier principles
3. Identified match sources







4. Cost per permanent housing exit is reasonable (w/in one standard deviation above or below the
average of all projects of the same type will be reasonable- outliers will be considered if
extenuating circumstances are presented)

Financially feasible — has funding to meet the requirements of the project type

Applicant is an active CoC participant

Application and addendum is complete and data is consistent

Data quality is above 90% (in HMIS or if DV project, a comparable system)

oK Now

Bed utilization is above 90% (size of projects will be taken into consideration)

10. Applicant’s audits and financial statements do not contain findings or other indications of
accounting problems

11. Previous year’s financial statements demonstrate financial stability for the next operating

If threshold requirements are met, each project will be scored according to the following performance
criteria (as measured by the CoC Program Ranking and Rating tool)

Length of Stay

Exits to Permanent Housing

Returns to Homelessness

Increase/New Income and Earned Income
Serving High Need Populations

Project Effectiveness

The Ranking Committee is staffed by the Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD),
the CoC collaborative applicant. The CA supports the work of the ranking committee in reviewing and
ranking applications for funding, provides guidance to the ranking committee on the tiering process (if
applicable), provides an evaluation matrix based on federal, state, and local priorities, and provides
coordination between the project applicants and the ranking committee for all follow up. The
collaborative applicant is also responsible for notifying project applicants and the BoS Steering
Committee of the ranking committee’s decisions and publishing ranking results to the BoS CoC website.

The Ranking Committee responsibility revolves around the complete review and ranking of CoC
applications received through the process that seeks funding for the Continuum of Care Application.
There are four (4) primary responsibilities of the committee include:

1. Review all applications for funding: Review any new project submittals. Review any proposed
reallocations. Review all existing CoC Programs that are eligible for renewal.

2. Evaluate and assess the proposals based on threshold and performance criteria to meet the
Continuum’s existing needs and gaps.

3. Rank all projects according to criteria set out by HUD, CoC needs/gaps, and evaluation score.







4. Make a recommendation for a slate of projects to be funded in order of priority to the steering
committeefor a formal vote. The ranking is shared with the BoS full membership and posted on the BoS
website. Each project receives a copy of their individual scores and is given the opportunity to meet with
the Collaborative Applicant to debrief.

eSNAPS Submission

All renewal and new projects submit final applications in tin eSNAPS and the CA completes the
collaborative application in ESNAPS and reviews all project applications in ESNAPS to ensure accuracy
and completeness. Once all edits are made to the applications the CA submits the application to HUD.
The final application is provided to all project applicants, the BoS Steering Committee and posted on the
BoS website.

Coordinated Entry and Prioritization — See Coordinated Entry Policies and Procedures
Housing First

The BoS uses a Housing First model to implement a community crisis response to homelessness. Each
LPG follows principles outlined in the United States Interagency Council on Homeless’ Housing First
Checklist (https://www.usich.gov/resources/uploads/asset_library/Housing_First_Checklist_FINAL.pdf)

v' Emergency shelter, street outreach providers, and other parts of crisis response system are
aligned with Housing First and recognize their roles to encompass housing advocacy and rapid
connection to permanent housing.

v’ Staff in crisis response system services believes that all people experiencing homelessness are
housing ready.

v' Strong and direct referral linkages and relationships exist between crisis response system
(emergency shelters, street outreach, etc.) and rapid re-housing and permanent supportive
housing.

v’ Crisis response providers are aware and trained in how to assist people experiencing
homelessness to apply for and obtain permanent housing.

v' Community has a unified, streamlined, and user-friendly community-wide process for applying
for rapid re-housing, permanent supportive housing and/or other housing interventions.

v' Community has a coordinated assessment system for matching people experiencing
homelessness to the most appropriate housing and services, and where individuals experiencing
chronic homelessness and extremely high need families are matched to permanent supportive
housing/Housing First.

v/ Community has a data-driven approach to prioritizing highest need cases for housing assistance
whether through analysis of lengths of stay in Homeless Management Information Systems,
vulnerability indices, or data on utilization of crisis services.

v Policymakers, funders, and providers collaboratively conduct planning and raise and align
resources to increase the availability of affordable and supportive housing and to ensure that a
range of affordable and supportive housing options and models are available to maximize
housing choice among people experiencing homelessness.
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v Policies and regulations related to permanent supportive housing, social and health services,
benefit and entitlement programs, and other essential services support and do not inhibit the
implementation of the Housing First approach. For instance, eligibility and screening policies for
benefit and entitlement programs or housing do not require the completion of treatment or
achievement of sobriety as a prerequisite.

v’ Every effort is made to offer a transfer to a tenant from one housing situation to another, if a
tenancy is in jeopardy. Whenever possible, eviction back into homelessness is avoided.

All project level procedures must follow Fair Housing and Civil Rights Laws, Americans with
Disabilities Act, Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing, and Equal Access and Prohibited
Inquiries.,

Prevention/Diversion

Prevention/diversion assistance can aid households in preserving their current housing situation or
assisting households in finding housing outside of shelter while they receive services to stabilize their
housing or help them move into permanent housing. These strategies can reduce the number of people
entering the homeless assistance system and the demand for shelter and other programmatic housing
beds.

Prevention is targeted to those who are most likely to become homeless. LPGs use shelter data to
determine what criteria to assess when targeting prevention services. This data improves their ability to
prevent homeless episodes by using the characteristics of their sheltered population as the criteria for
determining if a household should receive prevention assistance. LPGs look at the following data
elements and develop prevention/diversion assessments that best match their local community needs.

e Number of and length of previous homeless episodes

e Household income

e Disabilities in the household

e Criminal records

e Past evictions

e Pregnancy

e Benefits received (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families, etc.)

e Living situation prior to coming to the homeless assistance system

e Employment status

e Household size and membership (presence of children, their ages, etc.)

Eligibility for prevention includes the following:

A household must be at imminent risk of homelessness, have household income below 30 percent AMI,
and have no other resources in order to be eligible for prevention assistance.
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The household income must be below 30 percent of AMI with no more than $500 in assets (including all
checking, savings, retirement accounts, stocks, bonds, mutual funds, and real estate). The asset limit is
assessed after monthly expenses have been paid. This does not include primary, appropriate, and
reasonable transportation, pension or retirement funds that cannot be accessed. HUD Published
Income Limits and Section 8 income eligibility standards are used for determining AMI.

Prevention providers adhere to the following practices:

Documentation of imminent risk status and prevention assistance eligibility is required and third party
verification is used where possible.

Prevention financial assistance beyond three months requires recertification of eligibility. This
recertification is then, completed every three months there afterwards. Recertification requires
certification and evidence of:

e Program participant household income below 30 percent AMI

e The household lacks the financial resources and support networks needed to remain in existing
housing without prevention assistance

e Housing stabilization services are being appropriately implemented

e The household does not exceed the $500 asset limit

In cases where program participants receive only case management and services, recertification is
required every 12 months. Case management is required at least monthly; however, services are not
required of program participants.

Prevention financial assistance requires that the program participant head of household have the valid
lease with a landlord that is in compliance with tenant/landlord laws in their name. A copy of this lease
must be included in the program participant record.

Non-financial prevention assistance is leveraged where possible to divert households from
homelessness. Financial assistance (e.g., rent assistance) should be provided as a last resort to prevent
homelessness.

Outreach

At the current time, there are not specific programs located in the BoS CoC that provide outreach.
However, it is important that outreach is conducted across the geography to identify homeless persons
who are not accessing services. The LPG must work with law enforcement, hospitals, EMTs, and other
community resources to help identify persons who are unsheltered and unengaged. If an
unsheltered/unengaged person becomes known to a LPG, it is the responsibility of the LPG to have the
coordinated entry staff conduct outreach (establish a relationship, conduct assessment, make referrals,
offer services, and follow up as appropriate) until the person is housed.
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In addition to working throughout the year with law enforcement, hospitals, EMTs, and other
community resources to help identify persons who are unsheltered and unengaged, each year during
the point-in-time count LPGs conduct outreach to identify persons who are unsheltered, complete VI-
SPDAT assessments (when appropriate), and begin engagement with the goal of obtaining permanent
housing. Once located, persons who are unsheltered are followed up with regularly until permanent
housing is obtained or until they enroll in a homeless service program.

Emergency Shelter

Emergency shelters play a critical role in the crisis response system. Low barrier, permanent housing-
focused shelters ensure households have a safe place to stay and that their experience of homelessness
is as brief as possible.

Emergency Shelter is defined as any facility, the primary purpose of which is to provide a temporary
shelter for the homeless in general or for specific populations of the homeless, and which does not
require occupants to sign leases or occupancy agreements. Emergency Shelters provide emergency
housing to deal with an individual’s or family’s immediate housing crisis. Assistance is offered without
preconditions (such as employment, income, absence of criminal record, or sobriety) and with few to no
barriers. The resources and services provided are tailored to the unique needs of the individual or
family.

Emergency Shelters exist for both single adults and families. Single adult shelters serve individuals age
18 years and over. Family shelters serve one or more adults who are accompanied by one or more
children. Shelters may also serve a specific target population such as single adult men, single adult
women, those with medical vulnerability, or victims of sexual and domestic violence.

Family shelters must follow Prohibition Against Involuntary Family Separation- The age of a child under
age 18 must not be used as a basis for denying any family’s admission to an emergency shelter and a
family must be accepted and sheltered as they present regardless of family composition.

All shelters must follow Equal Access and Prohibited Inquiries- All activities must be made available
without regard to actual or perceived sexual orientation, gender identity or marital status. Shelters are
prohibited from inquiring about an applicant’s or participant’s sexual orientation or gender identity for
the purpose of determining eligibility or otherwise making shelter or housing available. This does not
prohibit an individual from voluntarily self-identifying sexual orientation or gender identity.

Decisions about eligibility for or placement into single-sex emergency shelters or other facilities will
place a potential program participant (or current program participant seeking a new assignment) in a
shelter or facility that corresponds to the gender with which the person identifies, taking health and
safety concerns into consideration. A program participant’s or potential program participant’s own
views with respect to personal health and safety should be given serious consideration in making the
placement. For instance, if the potential client requests to be placed based on his or her sex assigned at
birth, the provider should place the individual in accordance with that request, consistent with health,
safety, and privacy concerns. Providers must not make an assignment or re- assignment based on







complaints of another person when the sole stated basis of the complaint is a program participant or
potential program participant’s non-conformance with gender stereotypes.

Emergency Shelters are housing focused with the goal of every household obtaining permanent housing
in 30 days or less. In order to get this outcome, shelters cannot work as standalone programs and must
be connected with permanent housing resources such as housing location, housing focused case
management, and when necessary rapid re-housing or permanent supportive housing. To obtain
emergency shelter, individuals and families must meet one of the following criteria:

(1) An individual or family who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence, meaning:

i. An individual or family with a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not
designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings,
including a car, park, abandoned building, bus or train station, airport, or camping ground;

ii. An individual or family living in a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designated
to provide temporary living arrangements (including congregate shelters, transitional housing,
and hotels and motels paid for by charitable organizations or by federal, state, or local
government programs for low-income individuals); or

iii. An individual who is exiting an institution where he or she resided for 90 days or less and who
resided in an emergency shelter or place not meant for human habitation immediately before
entering that institution;

(2) An individual or family who will imminently lose their primary nighttime residence and cannot be
diverted; provided that:

i. The primary nighttime residence will be lost within 14 days of the date of application for
homeless assistance; and

ii. No subsequent residence has been identified; and

iii. The individual or family lacks the resources or support networks, e.g., family, friends, faith-
based or other social networks, needed to obtain other permanent housing; or

(3) Any individual or family who is fleeing, or is attempting to flee, domestic violence, dating violence,
sexual assault, stalking, or other dangerous or life-threatening conditions that relate to violence against
the individual or a family member, including a child, that has either taken place within the individual's or
family's primary nighttime residence or has made the individual or family afraid to return to their
primary nighttime residence; has no other residence; and lacks the resources or support networks, e.g.,
family, friends, faith-based or other social networks, to obtain other permanent housing.

If a program participant creates a health or safety risk to themselves or others, the provider may
terminate the assistance in accordance with a formal process established by the provider that
recognizes the rights of individuals affected. If services are terminated appropriate referrals must be







made and documented. In addition, whenever possible, termination from one service may not
necessitate termination from all services. All emergency shelters must have a documented termination
policy. The provider must exercise judgment and examine all extenuating circumstances in determining
when actions warrant termination so that a program participant’s assistance is terminated only in the
most severe cases. Upon termination, all programs must require the completion of a letter of
termination that outlines a grievance procedure.

Shelters must meet all federal, state, and local habitability standards including fire inspection and
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliance. If the shelter itself is not ADA compliant, there must
have a plan to meet the needs of households with disabilities.

Transitional Housing

If at all possible, transitional housing (TH) programs should work with the local community to convert to
more efficient and cost effective practices such as emergency shelter or rapid re-housing. If it is
determined that the TH programs in the local area are the most effective means to house persons, they
should be prioritized to meet the needs of those with high barriers, DV survivors, youth, or those with or
recovering from substance abuse or mental illnesses. Remaining TH providers must follow a Housing
First model and work with each household to assist them in obtaining housing as quickly as possible.

By definition, transitional housing is a facility-based or scattered-site program that offers housing and
services for up to two years to individuals and families experiencing homelessness. The majority of
people experiencing homelessness do not require lengthy stays in TH therefore, TH should be reserved
for those with severe or specific needs and who choose TH over other services that would move them
into permanent housing more quickly.

Some households face severe barriers to securing permanent housing, which may lead to longer
episodes of homelessness. Although, they may not need the specialized services traditional TH offers,
TH may be used to accommodate these households while they receive housing location services to help
them exit homelessness as quickly as possible.

Eligibility for transitional housing includes the following:
(1) An individual or family who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence, meaning:

i. An individual or family with a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not
designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings,
including a car, park, abandoned building, bus or train station, airport, or camping ground;

ii. An individual or family living in a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designated
to provide temporary living arrangements (including congregate shelters, transitional housing,
and hotels and motels paid for by charitable organizations or by federal, state, or local
government programs for low-income individuals); or
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iii. An individual who is exiting an institution where he or she resided for 90 days or less and who
resided in an emergency shelter or place not meant for human habitation immediately before
entering that institution;

(2) Any individual or family who is fleeing, or is attempting to flee, domestic violence, dating violence,
sexual assault, stalking, or other dangerous or life-threatening conditions that relate to violence against
the individual or a family member, including a child, that has either taken place within the individual's or
family's primary nighttime residence or has made the individual or family afraid to return to their
primary nighttime residence; has no other residence; and lacks the resources or support networks, e.g.,
family, friends, faith-based or other social networks, to obtain other permanent housing.

If a program participant creates a health or safety risk to themselves or others, the provider may
terminate the assistance in accordance with a formal process established by the provider that
recognizes the rights of individuals affected. If services are terminated appropriate referrals must be
made and documented. In addition, whenever possible, termination from one service may not
necessitate termination from all services. All TH programs must have a documented termination policy.
The provider must exercise judgment and examine all extenuating circumstances in determining when
actions warrant termination so that a program participant’s assistance is terminated only in the most
severe cases. Upon termination, all programs must require the completion of a letter of termination that
outlines a grievance procedure.

TH programs must meet all federal, state, and local habitability standards including fire inspection and
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliance. If the program itself is not ADA compliant, there must
have a plan to meet the needs of households with disabilities.

Rapid Re-housing

Rapid Re-housing (RR-H) is a short to medium term housing intervention that quickly moves homeless
individuals and families into permanent housing with needed services to maintain stability. Assistance is
offered without preconditions (such as employment, income, absence of criminal record, or sobriety).

RR-H participants must have a lease in their own name. Assistance is provided directly to the landlord
and the landlord cannot be the provider organization, affiliate, or subsidiary of the provider organization
to ensure there is not a conflict of interest.

The resources and services provided are tailored to the unique needs of the household. The core
components of RR-H include housing identification, rent and move-in assistance, and case management
and services. While RR-H must have all three components available, it is not required that a single entity
provides all three or that a household accesses them all.

Eligibility for rapid re-housing includes the following:

(1) An individual or family who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence, meaning:
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i. An individual or family with a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not
designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings,
including a car, park, abandoned building, bus or train station, airport, or camping ground;

ii. An individual or family living in a supervised publicly or privately operated shelter designated
to provide temporary living arrangements (including congregate shelters, transitional housing,
and hotels and motels paid for by charitable organizations or by federal, state, or local
government programs for low-income individuals); or

iii. An individual who is exiting an institution where he or she resided for 90 days or less and who
resided in an emergency shelter or place not meant for human habitation immediately before
entering that institution;

(2) Any individual or family who is fleeing, or is attempting to flee, domestic violence, dating violence,
sexual assault, stalking, or other dangerous or life-threatening conditions that relate to violence against
the individual or a family member, including a child, that has either taken place within the individual's or
family's primary nighttime residence or has made the individual or family afraid to return to their
primary nighttime residence; has no other residence; and lacks the resources or support networks, e.g.,

family, friends, faith-based or other social networks, to obtain other permanent housing.

For all rapid re-housing assistance, an initial intake is required to determine program eligibility and to
document homeless status. Using a housing barrier assessment and participant input, a housing plan is
written outlining the steps necessary for permanent housing and stabilization to be achieved.

Providers must have written agreements with both the participant and the landlord that identify the

terms of the rapid re-housing assistance. This provides the landlord with guidance for addressing issues
which could impact housing stability and must include:

A provision requiring the owner to give the provider a copy of any notice to the program
participant to vacate the housing unit, or any complaint used under state or local law to
commence an eviction action against the program participant.

The same payment due date, grace period, and late payment penalty requirements as listed in
the program participant’s lease.

The term of the rental assistance agreement for the period of time they anticipate providing
assistance. Noting that this may be updated based on the need of the participant.

Rapid Re-housing providers adhere to the following practices:

No participant may receive more than 24 months of assistance during any three year period of
time.

Determinations of the amount of rental assistance provided, such as “shallow subsidies”
(payment of a portion of the rent), payment of 100 percent of the rent charged, or
graduated/declining subsidies are made and reassessed at least every three months.
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Assistance with any portion of rent during a month counts as a month toward the 24 month
limit.
Payment of rent arrears consists of a one-time payment for up to six months in arrears,
including any late fees on those arrears. Rent arrears may be paid only if the payment enables
the program participant to obtain a housing unit. If funds are used to pay rent arrears, the
arrears must be included in determining the total period of the program participant’s rental
assistance, which may not exceed 24 months.
Any individual or family receiving assistance beyond any arrears and two current months of rent
and financial assistance must be evaluated and recertified as eligible every three months.
Recertification of eligibility includes the following:

o Program participant household income below 30 percent AMI

o The household lacks the financial resources and support networks needed to remain in

existing housing without rapid re-housing assistance

o Housing stabilization services are being appropriately implemented

o The household does not exceed the $500 asset limit
Appropriate levels of case management must be provided in order to ensure housing stability
and at a minimum monthly case management must be provided.
Program participant may share in the costs of rent.
Assistance is “needs-based,” meaning that providers determine the amount of assistance based
on the minimum amount needed to help the program participant maintain housing stability.
This allows communities to use program resources efficiently to serve as many households as
possible.
When households are moved into a unit, the rent must meet rental reasonableness, fair market
rent, and until must meet habitability and lead paint standards.

The BoS uses the Performance Benchmarks and Program Standards established by the National Alliance

to End Homelessness to create, evaluate, and improve Rapid Re-Housing projects

(http://www.endhomelessness.org/library/entry/rapid-re-housing-performance-benchmarks-and-

program-standards )

If a program participant is terminated from receiving assistance prior to the determination of housing

stabilization occurring, the provider must terminate the assistance in accordance with a formal process
established by the provider that recognizes the rights of individuals affected. If services are terminated,
appropriate referrals must be made and documented. All RR-H programs must have a documented

termination policy. The provider must exercise judgment and examine all extenuating circumstances in

determining when actions warrant termination so that a program participant’s assistance is terminated

only in the most severe cases. Upon termination, all programs must require the completion of a letter of

termination that outlines a grievance procedure.

Permanent Supportive Housing

Permanent Supportive Housing (PSH) projects aim to provide sufficient services to help tenants remain

stably housed over the long term. The goals of the BoS PSH projects include:
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e Increasing income;

e Increasing housing stability by ensuring proper supports and services are attained or provided;
- Decreasing hospitalizations and ER visits
- Decreasing arrests and jail stays

e Moving tenants, upon exit, from the permanent supportive housing to equally permanent

housing;
e Decreasing rent burden; and
o Developing a housing plan that clearly identifies long-term permanent housing goals.

In addition to supporting individuals and families with special needs in increasing their income and
housing stability, among other positive outcomes, permanent supportive housing improves conditions
within the larger community.

All BoS Permanent Housing projects either have dedicated beds or give priority to those who are
chronically homeless and in 2015, the BoS adopted Notice CPD-14-012: Prioritizing Persons Experiencing
Chronic Homelessness in Permanent Supportive Housing and Recordkeeping Requirements for
Documenting Chronic Homeless Status (https://www.hudexchange.info/resource/3897/notice-cpd-14-

012-prioritizing-persons-experiencing-chronic-homelessness-in-psh-and-recordkeeping-requirements/ )

Chronic Homeless Definition (https://www.hudexchange.info/resource/4847/hearth-defining-

chronically-homeless-final-rule/ ) is an individual or family that is homeless and resides in a place not

meant for human habitation, a safe haven, or in a an emergency shelter, and has been homeless and
residing in such a place for at least one (1) year or on at least four (4) separate occasions that totals one
year in the last three (3) years. In addition, the individual or family head of household must have a
diagnosable disability including substance use disorder, serious mental iliness, developmental disability,
posttraumatic stress disorder, cognitive impairment resulting from a brain injury, or chronic physical
condition.

Evaluation and Monitoring

Evaluation and Monitoring take place at multiple levels in the BoS. At the project level, quarterly reports
are required for all projects that receive state and ESG funds, which are reviewed by the CoC program
coordinator at DHCD (CA). In addition, each LPG meets with DHCD (CA) to review spending rates and to
discuss spending challenges (too slow or too quickly) quarterly. If challenges persist, technical
assistance is provided to ensure each LPG is spending funds most effectively.

Annually, each LPG submits a Homeless Outcomes Community Report that evaluates the LPG as a crisis
response to homelessness including domestic violence providers. The report uses PIT count, numbers
served, coordinated entries, subpopulations, first time homeless, length of time homeless, and program
participation length of time for the evaluation. This report along with the HUD System Measures
reports, are analyzed at the LPG and BoS level. The results are used to make LPG and BoS changes to
programs, procedures, and system designs.
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The CoC program coordinator at DHCD (CA) also works closely with the HUD CPD representative and
receives a “spend rate” spreadsheet that provides information on HUD project spending, LOCCS usage,
APR submissions, and any concerns. The CoC program coordinator helps mediate any issues and
requires action plans for any concerns that may result in findings or de-obligations.

The CoC program coordinator also evaluates and/or monitors CoC funded projects annually, to be used
as part of the CoC ranking process.

Point-In-Time Count

Each LPG conducts a Point-In-Time (PIT) count on the date designated by the Virginia Department of
Housing and Community Development. All CoCs in Virginia conduct the count on the same day and the
count is coordinated with the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments (COG).

The CA in conjunction with Homeward (HMIS lead) provides training and instructions each year on the
following:

e PIT date

e Participation requirements

e Whois/isn’t counted

e Data element requirements and methodology
e Survey tool and surveying techniques

e Submission process and due dates

e Forms

e Changes from previous year

The CA receives copies of the surveys and forms, and along with HMIS reports aggregates all sheltered
and unsheltered data. The aggregated BoS data is entered into HDX (HUD’s reporting system).

Conflict of Interest

It is the policy of the Balance of State CoC that a conflict or a circumstance that would create the
appearance of conflict to a reasonable person shall be avoided. Members of the CoC shall adhere to a
conflict of interest policy that meets the standards described by the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) in 24 CFR 578.95. HUD addresses the requirement of Continuum of Care
steering committee(board) members specifically in 24 CR 578.95 (b): No Continuum of Care steering
member may participate in or influence discussions or resulting decisions concerning the award of a
grant or other financial benefits to the organization that the member represents.

Specifically, organizations receiving state or HUD CoC funding may not make any type or amount of
assistance conditional on an individual’s or family’s acceptance or occupancy of housing owned by the
grantee, the sub-grantee, a parent organization, or subsidiary. Grantees/sub-grantees, parent
organizations, or subsidiaries may not administer rapid re-housing or prevention assistance and use the
assistance for households residing in units owned by the grantee/sub-grantee, parent organization, or
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subsidiary. An organization may not both participate in decision-making related to determining eligibility
and receive any financial benefit.

In addition, an individual who is an employee, agent, consultant, officer, or elected or appointed official
of the grantee or its sub-grantee (receiving state or HUD CoC funding) may not both participate in
decision-making related to determining eligibility and receive any financial benefit. This financial benefit
may not be received by the specific individual, any member of his/her immediate family or a business
interest. The restriction applies throughout tenure in the position and for a one-year period following
tenure.

Upon the written request of the organization, DHCD may grant an exception to the restrictions in the
paragraph above on a case-by-case basis when it determines that the exception will serve to further the
purposes of the program and promote the efficient use of program funds. In requesting an exception,
the grantee must provide a disclosure of the nature of the conflict, accompanied by an assurance that
there has been public disclosure of the conflict and a description of how the public disclosure was made.

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Virginia Balance of State CoC Plan to Serve Individuals and Families with Severe Service Needs
Introduction:

The mission and vision of the Virginia Balance of State Continuum of Care (VA BOS CoC) is to make
sure our system is accessible and equitable so homelessness is rare, brief, and non-recurring for all
households. This includes a dedication to serving individuals and families with severe service needs.
The VA BOS CoC Plan to Serve Individuals and Families with Severe Service Needs will serve as the
action plan that will guide the CoC in their service provision to individuals and families with severe
service needs. The VA BOS COC is comprised of twelve regionalized Local Planning Groups (LPG)
that serve seventy-three localities and cities across the Commonwealth of Virginia. LPGs are responsible
for the local coordination of homeless services. The LPGs are comprised of community partners that
interact with the homeless system and includes but is not limited to homeless service providers,
landlords, community service boards, domestic violence and sexual violence providers, faith-based
organizations, and educators.

The Plan to Serve Individuals and Families with Severe Service Needs was created by many community
partners within the VA BOS COC. Partners came together in a workgroup dedicated to serve individuals
and families with severe service needs in the VA BOS COC. The workgroup dedicated to serving
individuals and families with severe service needs is the workgroup that was responsible for identifying
the priorities of the Rural and Unsheltered Special Funding Opportunity, serving as support for
recommendations for funding, and making recommendations on behalf of the priority populations that
are represented by each member of the workgroup regarding the future governance structure of the VA
BOS CoC. The partners that have contributed to this plan include Individuals with Lived Experience,
Homeless Service Providers, Public Housing Authorities (PHA), Virginia Sexual and Domestic
Violence Action Alliance (VSDVAA), Housing Liasons, and VA State Agencies that include the
Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD), Department of Medical Assistance
Services(DMAS), and Department of Veterans Services(DVS).

Current CoC Strategies:

Conducting Coordinated and Comprehensive Outreach

Outreach is conducted across the CoC’s geography to engage individuals and families experiencing
homelessness who are not connected to services. LPG communities tailor outreach strategies to
community need and work with emergency services including, EMTs, hospitals, law enforcement, and
other community resources, to help identify individuals and families experiencing homelessness, and
identify households who are not connected to services. If households are identified by the LPG, it is the
responsibility of the LPG to have the CE staff conduct outreach (establish a relationship, conduct
assessment, make referrals, offer services, and follow up as appropriate) until the household
experiencing homelessness is housed.

Each year during the point-in-time count (PIT) LPGs work with emergency services including hospitals,
EMTs, law enforcement, and other community resources to conduct outreach to identify persons who
are unsheltered. During the PIT, providers complete VI-SPDAT assessments (when appropriate) and
begin engagement with the goal of providing permanent housing. Once located, persons who are







unsheltered are followed up with regularly until permanent housing is obtained or until they enroll in a
homeless service program.

Barriers to Conducting Coordinated and Comprehensive Outreach

As a predominantly rural CoC, the VA BOS CoC faces unique challenges in the administration of
coordinated and comprehensive outreach. Anecdotally and through the discussions with the workgroup
that is dedicated to serving individuals and families with severe service needs, the following challenges
were identified as impacting outreach in rural communities: community and accessibility barriers.

Community partners who participate in efforts to resolve homelessness, but are not educated about the
struggles faced by individuals and families that are being served with outreach, create barriers to
outreach efforts. Due to the varied and rural nature of communities comprising the CoC, each LPG faces
unique challenges in identifying and locating individuals and families who are experiencing unsheltered
homelessness. While homeless service providers continue to offer educational opportunities to their
partners, there continues to be a disconnect in the understanding of homelessness.

Transportation continues to be a challenge that has been exacerbated in communities since 2019.
Specifically in rural communities, households experiencing unsheltered homelessness have a difficult
time accessing the necessary resources to resolve their housing situation due to the distance that it may
take to travel from one place to another. While some LPGs have developed positive relationships with
different opportunities, transportation continues to be limited in a majority of the CoC communities.
Additionally, the digital divide has continued to present an issue across the communities of the VA BOS
CoC. During the pandemic, communities recognized that individuals who are older and did not have
access to the necessary technology, including email, internet and even phone services were having
difficulty accessing services.

On the night of the PIT in FY 2019, 124 individuals were identified as experiencing unsheltered
homelessness in the VA BOS CoC communities. Since FY 2019, communities continued to experience
an increase in individuals experiencing unsheltered homelessness by a rate of approximately 27.5%.
However, in the 2022 PIT count, the CoC experienced an approximate 113% increase in individuals
experiencing homelessness. This is largely due to the adjustments made in FY 21 as a result of the
impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic. Outreach to individuals experiencing unsheltered homelessness
improved through the attempted mitigation of transportation and technology barriers, as well as the
increase in providers supporting CoC communities in the 2022 PIT count. Improved coordination
increased the knowledge of CoC partners in locating individuals experiencing unsheltered homelessness.
Additionally, the CoC requested an extension for the 2022 unsheltered PIT count due to increased rates
of COVID-19 virus spread at the time of the PIT count. This allotted more time for providers and clients
to contact community partners for assistance and spread awareness of homeless services. Based on the
CoCs coordinated entry (CE) data it shows that from FY 2019 to FY 2021 there was an increase of
individuals and households making contact with the CoCs CE system that were coming from places not
meant for human habitation, 46% (979 individuals and households to 1,430 individuals and households).

Despite the challenges that the CoC has faced in the delivery of coordinated and comprehensive
outreach, providers continue to navigate through these challenges to connect individuals experiencing







unsheltered homelessness with permanent housing. In FY 21, 77% of individuals retained permanent
housing after being placed from outreach.

Providing access to low-barrier shelter and other temporary accommodations

Emergency shelters play a critical role in the crisis response system. Low barrier, permanent housing-
focused shelters ensure households have a safe place to stay, and that their experience of homelessness
is as brief as possible. Emergency Shelter is defined as any facility, the primary purpose of which is to
provide a temporary shelter for households experiencing homelessness in general, or for specific
populations of households experiencing homelessness, and which does not require occupants to sign
leases or occupancy agreements. Shelters provide emergency housing to address a household's
immediate housing crisis. Assistance is offered without preconditions (such as employment, income,
absence of criminal record, or sobriety), and with few to no barriers. The resources and services
provided are tailored to the unique needs of the household.

Emergency Shelters exist for both single adults and families. Single adult shelters serve individuals aged
18 years and over, family shelters serve one or more adults who are accompanied by one or more
children. Family shelters must follow prohibition against involuntary family separation, the age of a
child under age 18 must not be used as a basis for denying any family’s admission to an emergency
shelter, and a family must be accepted and sheltered as they present regardless of family composition.
Shelters may also serve specific target populations such as single adult men, single adult women, those
with medical vulnerability, or survivors of sexual and domestic violence.

All shelters must follow Equal Access and Prohibited Inquiries where all activities must be made
available without regard to actual or perceived sexual orientation, gender identity, or marital status.
Shelters are prohibited from inquiring about an applicant’s or participant’s sexual orientation or gender
identity for the purpose of determining eligibility or otherwise making shelter or housing available. This
does not prohibit an individual from voluntarily self-identifying sexual orientation or gender identity.
Decisions about eligibility for or placement into single-sex emergency shelters or other facilities will
place a potential program participant (or current program participant seeking a new assignment) in a
shelter or facility that corresponds to the gender with which the person identifies, taking health and
safety concerns into consideration. A program participant’s, or potential program participant’s, own
views with respect to personal health and safety should be given serious consideration in making the
placement. For instance, if the potential client requests to be placed based on their sex assigned at birth,
the provider should place the individual in accordance with that request, consistent with health, safety,
and privacy concerns. Providers must not make an assignment or reassignment based on complaints of
another person when the sole stated basis of the complaint is a program participant or potential program
participant’s non-conformance with gender stereotypes.

Emergency Shelters are housing focused with the goal of every household obtaining permanent housing
in 30 days or less. In order to achieve this outcome, shelters cannot work as standalone programs and
must be connected with permanent housing resources such as housing location, housing focused case
management, and appropriate rapid re-housing or permanent supportive housing.

Barriers providing access to low-barrier shelter and other temporary accommodations







Through the provision of low-barrier shelter and other temporary accommodations, CoC providers have
identified the following barriers impacting their delivery of these services:
e Not being low barrier from other non-traditional and non-funded homeless service providers (i.e.
discriminating practices, ID barriers, background checks)
e Emergency shelters are consistently at capacity and funding for non-congregate sheltering is
decreasing rapidly
e Stays in shelter are longer than optimal
e Case management capacity is compromised which is negatively affecting individuals and
families stays in emergency shelter (i.e. less case management availability due to staff turnover)
e The lack of available housing in the community is contributing to households staying in shelter
longer
e Hotels and motels being subpar in condition and cleanliness but having no alternative shelter.

CoC staff identified the impacts of these barriers through the assessment of HMIS data on emergency
shelter interventions within the VA BOS CoC. Since FY 2019, our CoC has experienced an approximate
19% increase in individuals accessing emergency shelter. The CoC evaluated this data further by
examining different subpopulations presenting for emergency shelter services. Between 2019 and 2021
there was an 11% decrease in individuals who are chronically homeless being served with emergency
shelter, 159 individuals to 141 individuals. However, since FY 2019 the CoC experienced an
approximate 69.66% increase in individuals experiencing chronic homelessness through PIT counts.
Between 2019 and 2021 there was a 14% increase in individuals identifying as BIPOC being served
with emergency shelter, 764 individuals to 874 individuals. Between 2019 and 2021 there was an
increase of 14% for individuals who identified as hispanic/latin(a)(0)(x) being served by emergency
shelter, 59 individuals to 67 individuals. Between 2019 and 2021 there was a 4% decrease in individuals
who identified as exiting institutions being served with emergency shelter interventions, 126 individuals
to 121 individuals.

Despite the identified barriers in accessing low-barrier emergency shelter and temporary
accommodations, CoC providers continue to navigate through these challenges to access permanent
housing for households with severe service needs. In FY 21, 57% of households exited to permanent
housing from emergency shelters. This is an increase from FY 19 where only 56% of households exited
to permanent housing from emergency shelter services.

Providing immediate access to low-barrier permanent housing

When providing individuals or families experiencing homelessness with immediate access to low-barrier
permanent housing the VA BOS CoC process begins with CE. Assistance is offered without
preconditions regarding employment, income, legal history, or substance use. Supportive services and
financial assistance are tailored to the needs of the households to ensure that services will meet each
household’s needs and stabilize them in permanent housing. The VA BOS CoC CE process begins with
the individual or family identifying their current housing crisis, after which they are triaged to address
their current needs. Based on the household’s need, the current crisis is addressed through a variety of
interventions that may include but are not limited to mediation, housing search, resource referrals, and
emergency shelter referrals. All households who are sheltered are screened for diversion. Diversion
occurs through a strengths-based conversation with the household to help identify alternatives to shelter.
Once the immediate crisis is averted, an assessment is conducted to prioritize further services to obtain







and or stabilize housing, Referrals to housing interventions include prevention, rapid re-housing, and
permanent supportive housing. These referrals are based on prioritization. This process is conducted
over the course of 3 to 5 days. Community check-ins are completed quarterly to evaluate project
implementation and address challenges that have arisen during implementation which may include
barriers to entry for the project and stabilization.

Barriers providing immediate access to low-barrier permanent housing

Through the provision of low-barrier permanent housing, CoC providers have identified the following
barriers impacting their delivery of these services:

e Auvailability of housing stock

e Appropriately sized housing (i.e. for families, larger structures for larger families)

e Safe (physical structures, non-triggering), affordable housing (housing choices) in the
communities that the person/household wants to live (letting clients define their own “safe”
meaning of housing)

e A gap with financial supports (i.e. utilities)

Through HMIS data, the VA BOS CoC staff assessed different populations that utilized permanent
housing interventions. Between 2019 and 2021 there was a 16% increase in individuals who are
chronically homeless being served with permanent housing interventions, 152 individuals to 176
individuals. Between 2019 and 2021 there was a 3% decrease in individuals who identified as BIPOC
being served with permanent housing interventions, 685 individuals to 666 individuals. Between 2019
and 2021 there was an increase of 43% for individuals who identified as hispanic/latin(a)(o)(x) being
served by emergency shelter interventions, 37 individuals to 53 individuals. Between 2019 and 2021
there was a 39% increase in individuals who identified as exiting institutions being served with
emergency shelter interventions, 18 individuals to 25 individuals.

Despite the barriers identified in accessing low-barrier permanent housing, CoC providers continue to
prioritize a household’s stability in housing through the delivery of individualized services. In FY 21,
97% of households retained housing within their first year of being placed in permanent housing. This is
an increase compared to FY 19 when only 92% of households retained housing within their first year of
being housed.

Landlord Recruitment

Landlord outreach for the VA BOS CoC is conducted across the CoC’s geography through a variety of
methods. Providers tailor outreach strategies depending on the availability of housing resources and
build relationships directly with landlords to access additional permanent housing opportunities.
Organizations that provide permanent housing opportunities hire housing navigators to serve as the
liaison in building relationships with landlords. The relationship between a housing navigator and the
landlord begins prior to a household’s enrollment in the permanent housing project. LPG partners
conduct one-on-one meetings with landlords to evaluate the type of housing resources they have
available. LPG partners also hold landlord events to recruit new landlords and provide technical
assistance opportunities to existing partner landlords. In April 2022, LPG partners were provided
training on Fair Housing and how to effectively implement equal access in housing programs. In
addition to assessing effective equal access practices within HUD housing programs, the scope of the







training provided information regarding the implementation of Fair Housing practices into other housing
programs within the communities. Fair Housing training was provided to housing providers, victim
service providers, members of the community, and landlords.

Additionally, in order to maintain regular contact and engagement with landlords, LPGs provide a
community newsletter that highlights the work of landlords and their support of efforts to end
homelessness. Landlord newsletters are distributed monthly to LPG partners and highlight the benefits
of working with homeless service providers, provide information on best practices, and educate
landlords regarding the provision of housing to households that have experienced homelessness.

Updating the CoCs Current Strategies

CoC Strategies to update Coordinated and Comprehensive Outreach

There are different methods of outreach that LPGs identified and are currently utilizing to engage
households experiencing unsheltered homelessness.

e Method one includes community based outreach in various locations and is done by engaging
with encampments, engaging the healthcare system, and educating other resources in the
community around outreach efforts.

e Method two includes in-reach where individuals experiencing homelessness or a housing crisis
may go to a physical location where they can make contact with providers, enroll in homeless
service programs, and/or access CE.

e Method three includes resource lines where individuals experiencing homelessness can make
contact with providers through various methods that include calling in, being interviewed and
assessed for programs, receiving access point information, and making contact via email.

As our CoC updates our outreach methods to engage households experiencing unsheltered
homelessness, we plan to leverage the uniqueness of rural communities. In rural communities it is not
uncommon for there to be familiarity among community members and a tight knit community. Engaging
local partners (i.e. businesses) can create ways to aid in identifying households experiencing unsheltered
homelessness. The CoC plans to leverage informal partnerships with businesses and organizations in the
community to aid the community’s awareness of, and education about, homelessness. This engagement
will include the discussion of common language that is often used in the delivery of homeless services.
This will ensure that partners are aligned with outreach efforts and will create an improved, streamlined
process into CE. CoC providers will be supported by the lead agency and collaborative applicant
regarding connections with and in the provision of education opportunities for partners in their
community.

The CoC will formalize these methodologies in an updated version of the system level policies and
procedures. Additional technical assistance focusing on outreach and engagement will be provided to
partners within the CoC. CE staff located at the LPG lead agency will be responsible for supporting the
implementation of street outreach across the VA BOS CoC. This is to ensure that communities are
supported in their efforts to identify and prioritize households experiencing, or with histories of
unsheltered homelessness.







DHCD staff will support the efforts of the Uniformed CE and Assessment Committee of the VA BOS
CoC to update the CoC’s assessment tool. The goal is to create additional mechanisms to identify and
prioritize individuals and households who are experiencing unsheltered homelessness or that have a
history of experiencing unsheltered homelessness through a trauma informed and equitable lens. The
CoC’s intention is to identify the best practices resulting from the implementation of projects that will be
funded from the unsheltered set aside to address the needs of households experiencing unsheltered
homelessness. These best practices will be formalized in the CoC’s updated policies and procedures to
replicate across all VA BOS CoC communities.

Increasing access for vulnerable subpopulations
Survivors of sexual and domestic violence

The CoC recognizes the unique and critical housing needs of survivors of sexual and domestic violence.
Our goal through the implementation of this plan is to create more pathways for survivors to access
housing services that prioritize safety and trauma informed care. The VA BOS CoC is currently in the
process of increasing the coordination between victim service providers (VSP) and homeless service
providers. This includes the evaluation of the need for immediate coordination between homeless
service providers and VSPs during the CE process. Additionally, the CoC is dedicated to developing
cross-sector technical assistance opportunities to educate providers on safety planning, category 4 HUD
definition of homelessness, and system-level planning. This technical assistance will help providers
streamline processes and assist households experiencing violence navigate available resources and
services. The VA BOS CoC will continue their extensive relationship with partners at the state wide
coalition for sexual and domestic violence, the VSDVAA, to increase support for CoC VSPs and
support the system level analyses of data through the HMIS Comparable Database, VADATA, to
identify gaps and funding opportunities.

Justice Involved Population

The VA BOS CoC will bolster their efforts to conduct inreach for the justice population to ensure that
there is no gap in services for individuals exiting correctional institutions and diverting these individuals
from homelessness. In our evaluation of those individuals and families with severe service needs, the
VA BOS CoC assessed the needs of individuals who identified their prior living situation as a jail,
prison, or juvenile detention facility. This data was compiled from the Virginia Homeless Data
Integration Project (HDIP). The HDIP is the statewide HMIS data warehouse. Individuals who
identified as having their prior living situation as a jail, prison, or juvenile detention facility has
decreased over the years. From 2018 to 2019, 99 individuals identified their prior living situation as a
jail, prison, or juvenile detention facility. From 2019 to 2020, the number of individuals who identified
their prior living situation as a jail, prison, or juvenile detention facility decreased to 98 individuals.
From 2020 to 2021, the number of individuals who identified as having their prior living situation as a
jail, prison, or juvenile detention facility decreased again to 55 individuals.

Our CoC efforts to increase in-reach for the justice involved population will be similar to inreach for
individuals and households experiencing homelessness. This will include CoC partners providing
inreach for the justice involved populations engaging individuals at a location that is accessible by this
population through resource fairs, re-entry connections, and case management. CoC partners will also







conduct traditional outreach by engaging individuals at a safe location, enrolling the individual in
homeless service programs, and/or accessing CE. A variety of services needs to be provided for the
justice involved population for re-entry, this can include but is not limited to applications for mainstream
resources, and support for obtaining identification.

CoC Strategies to update the provision of low barrier emergency shelter and temporary
accommodations

Our CoC'’s goals to update the provision of low barrier emergency shelter and accessing temporary
accommodations includes:
e Ensuring that access to emergency shelter is quick and efficient - the goal of our CoC is to
reduce the barriers that could block or delay a household’s access to emergency shelter
e Ensuring that resources are prepared to accept individuals during the day and night
e Increase capacity for traditional and non-traditional homeless service providers in their provision
of emergency shelter services
e Increase positive exits from emergency shelter and temporary accommodations by at least 5%
CoC strategies to achieve these goals include:
e Having a block of rooms at a hotel that is reserved for non-congregate emergency sheltering
e Frontline emergency shelters being educated around the provision of services to survivors and
having streamlined services prepared
e Highlighting the different definitions of homelessness as a barrier to emergency shelter and how
that barrier is mitigated
e The provision of education services to non-traditional and non-funded partners that include:

o Training non-traditional homeless services providers in the housing first model if they are
providing emergency shelter (i.e. churches, hotel owners when doing non-congregate
shelter)

o Find out the “why.” Why does an individual or organization wish to operate an
emergency shelter? Figuring out the why and tailoring technical assistance and materials
to that motivation.

o Having a place for educational materials that emergency shelter providers can access

o Utilize a gentle approach to create and provide educational materials for providers around
risk mitigation for individuals and families experiencing homelessness

o Guidance around hotel/ motel situations that may arise (i.e. bedbugs, damages)

o Oversight for community partners providing emergency shelter to remain aligned with
CoC policies and procedures for emergency shelter operations

o ldentifying barriers and resolutions for emergency shelter providers (i.e. navigating
around background checks, etc.)

CoC Strategies to update the provision of low barrier permanent housing

The VA BOS CoC will implement the following strategies to ensure that permanent housing is low-
barrier and accessible to households with severe service needs:
e Address the limited availability of housing opportunities through:
o Increasing rapid re-housing resources
o Increasing the number of permanent supportive housing units — where data supports the
need for chronic homeless units







o Increasing the number of physical housing stock available in communities through new
construction, acquisition, or rehabilitation

o Increasing the utilization of the shared housing model, whenever possible, to navigate
through existing housing opportunities

e Improve accessibility to services and housing through:

o Addressing the needs of individuals and families who share multiple intersectional
identities

o Coordinating with mainstream partners

Improving access points within the community

o Addressing financial barriers that can create a burden for individuals to access housing by
leveraging other state and private funding to support individuals

o Ensuring equity is prioritized in delivery of services

o Prioritizing CoC funding and support for projects that implement the housing first
approach

e Maintain housing stability through:

o Provision of individualized services to meet the basic needs of individuals and families
experiencing homelessness, both during the housing search and while in permanent
housing

m Through CoC supportive services, providers will address the additional barriers
that exist outside of the housing system that may affect a household’s ability to
maintain housing (i.e. employment needs, health needs, educational needs, etc.)

o Ensuring that supportive services are culturally competent in their administration of
housing interventions

o Coordination of housing services with other mainstream resources

o Addressing the experience of intergenerational homelessness

O

Additionally, in FY 23, the CoC plans to convene collaborative peer learning spaces for providers to
address gaps in the provision of housing interventions. This will include spaces dedicated to projects
focused on emergency shelter, homeless prevention, homeless street outreach, CE, rapid re-housing,
permanent supportive housing, and other permanent housing resources. Through these collaborative
spaces, the CoC will provide oversight and support in the administration of homeless services
throughout the VA BOS communities.

CoC Strategies for New Landlord Recruitment

The VA BOS plans to expand on the strategies that are currently utilized for landlord recruitment in the
CoC and continue to use practices that have positively engaged landlords in the community. Providers
will continue to tailor outreach strategies to landlords depending on the availability of housing
resources, and further build relationships with landlords to access additional permanent housing
opportunities. Organizations will continue to hire housing navigators to serve as the liaison in building
relationships with landlords. LPG partners will continue to hold meetings with landlords to evaluate the
type of housing resources available. LPG partners will also continue to hold landlord events to recruit
new landlords and provide technical assistance opportunities to existing partner landlords. In order to
maintain regular contact and engagement with landlords, LPGs will continue to provide a community
newsletter that highlights the work that is being done by landlords and their support for efforts to end
homelessness.







The BOS CoC will create more opportunities for landlords to engage in system planning. Our CoC is
dedicated to ensuring that the provision of permanent housing is person centered and trauma informed.
In order to ensure that best practices are being administered, it is imperative that the VA BOS CoC
identify opportunities for landlords to connect to the CoC on a system level. Collaboration between
landlords and homeless service providers will ensure improved and better informed practices of
homeless services projects. Additionally, throughout the duration of this funding the CoC will create a
strategy to engage landlords regarding specific subpopulations experiencing homelessness including the
justice involved population, BIPOC populations, and survivors of violence.

CoCs strategies on Leveraging Housing Resources

The VA BoS CoC providers make every effort to leverage all housing resources including opportunities
for housing outside the provision of subsidies through CoC or ESG programs. In FY 21, 67% of
households who exited to permanent housing destinations exited without an ongoing subsidy provided
through ESG or CoC programs. In FY 21, there was an increase (6% from 3% in FY 19) in households
exiting to permanent destinations with family and friends. The increase was, in part, due to diversion
conversations and solutions created to offset limited housing availability.

Despite the limited resources available through public housing authorities, CoC providers continue to
maintain their connection with PHA partners to leverage resources to support households experiencing
homelessness. The CoC has 22 PHASs. Each of the 12 LPGs work to differing degrees with their PHAs
depending on capacity and cooperation. The largest provider of the Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) is
Virginia Housing (VH), the administrator of HCVs for 13 PHA agencies. The LPG lead agencies work
with VH to improve the relationships between the PHAs and the LPGs to ensure coordination to best
serve individuals experiencing homelessness. Currently, 31% of the agencies working with VH adopted
a homeless preference and 46% have adopted an elderly or disabled preference (often used to assist
homeless households). DHCD and LPGs worked directly with PHAS to increase the delivery of housing
vouchers to individuals experiencing homelessness. Through the administration of Emergency Housing
Vouchers (EHV), 41% (9) of the local PHAs adopted a formal policy to accept referrals from the CoC’s
CE system. A few of the LPGs are collaborating with PHAS to accept referrals from CE for the HCV
programs as well. At the local level, over 50% of the direct administrators or voucher agencies
participate as LPG members.

Improving the leverage of housing resources in the CoC

In order to adequately address the needs of individuals and families with severe service needs, CoC
partners have advocated for the need to increase the number of affordable housing units in communities.
This has been demonstrated anecdotally through bi-monthly public open forum meetings with providers
as well as through the increase in the length of time an individual or family experiences homelessness
prior to accessing permanent housing. According to the HMIS data collected through Stella P, in the VA
BoS CoC system, individuals are experiencing homelessness for longer than households with one child.
The average length of time individuals are experiencing homeless is approximately 112 days, while the
average length of time households with at least one adult and one child are experiencing homelessness is
89 days. Families have a higher rate of exiting to a permanent destination across the BOS when
compared to singles. Families exit to a permanent destination at a 69% success rate while individuals
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exit to a permanent destination at a 43% success rate. The goal of accessing this funding opportunity
will be to increase the availability of affordable housing in the CoC by 3% over the next three years.

Additionally, the CoC plans to continue leveraging the already existing relationships with PHAS to
increase support for households experiencing homelessness. The existing CoC relationships with PHAs
have proven to be a mutually beneficial relationship. This is evident through the exits from CoC or ESG-
funded programs to HCV and other public housing units in the communities. FY 21, 15% of exits to
permanent housing destinations have resulted in referrals to HCV programs as well as other public
housing units. This demonstrates an increase in the number of households connected to long-term
subsidies compared to FY 19 where only 7% of exits to permanent destinations included referrals to
HCV and other public housing programs. The CoC lead agency continues to partner with VVH around
housing initiatives, including the expansion of permanent supportive housing, in the CoC communities.
As the largest distributor of housing choice vouchers, VH plans to also access vouchers through the non-
competitive allocation of New Stability VVouchers that were released by HUD in August 2022. The lead
agency will support the administration of these vouchers to aid in the response to homelessness in the
VA BOS CoC communities. DHCD will continue to explore collaboration opportunities, including
preparing and submitting a joint application for funding for individuals and families experiencing
homelessness, with the LPGs, VH, and the local PHAs.

Individuals with Lived Expertise

Current CoC Strategies for Involving Individuals with Lived Expertise

The VA BOS CoC involves individuals with lived expertise at every level of the CoC decision-making
process. The CoC holds at least one seat for an individual with lived expertise to participate in the main
governing committee, the CoC Steering Committee. In order to recruit for this seat, the CoC lead agency
disseminates information about open recruitment for individuals with lived expertise to the LPG lead
agencies. The LPG lead agencies identify individuals with lived expertise and personally invite them to
participate on the CoC steering committee and subcommittees. During the CoC bi-monthly virtual
forums, which are open to the public, an announcement is made for recruitment for individuals with
lived expertise. Additionally, some of the LPGs established consumer advisory boards composed of
members with lived expertise. Individuals with lived expertise participate in anonymous surveys and
focus groups that are administered and conducted annually by LPG partners regarding services offered
within the community.

Individuals with lived expertise have been an integral part of the implementation of CoC initiatives,
specifically in regards to ending youth homelessness. Youth with lived expertise are represented on the
VA BOS CoC Youth Homelessness Demonstration Program (YHDP) lead team and implementation
team. Youth with lived expertise share decision power with older adult partners represented on the lead
team. The success of programs resulting from this collaboration between the youth with lived expertise
and older adult partners highlights the necessity for individuals with lived expertise in the CoC decision-
making processes. Youth who have led the YHDP implementation process have been compensated for
their involvement.

Identified barriers in the provide of services for individuals with lived experience
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In order to adequately update the CoC’s strategies for involving individuals with lived expertise in
decision making processes, staff engaged individuals with lived expertise in the structuring of this plan.
Identified barriers in serving households experiencing homelessness includes:

e Transportation
e Allowable expenses that are conducive to supporting individuals experiencing homelessness

Many clients have limited to no access to transportation for themselves and the existing transportation
resources that are available for individuals experiencing homelessness are often unreliable and limited in
usefulness. Public transit to a variety of locations is available, but it is limited due to the nature of the
vast rural service area. Other transit opportunities, such as the Medicaid funded transportation systems,
often fail to be reliable and timely.. This in turn leads to clients missing appointments and potentially
missing connection with healthcare resources, as providers have become less amenable towards clients
who may be late or miss an appointment.

Additionally, transit organizations that are offering resources are often not trained to support individuals
who are experiencing homelessness with multiple intersectional vulnerabilities (i.e. an SMI diagnosis or
physical health condition). Individuals face the struggle of being barred from their medical provider of
choice, the panic of uncertainty, and the unnecessary stress of needing to find a new provider. These
stressful events can lead to medication lapsing, complete inability for the client to meet with their
providers in times when they may be in the most need, and potential missed opportunities for housing
stabilization.

In order to improve a household’s connection to services, the CoC recommends that additional cross
system advocacy must be prioritized over the implementation of this plan. More transportation options
need to be made available to clients to best meet the needs of individuals or households. Partners should
leverage existing relationships with transit operators to support the improvement of existing
transportation opportunities . Partners should evaluate the feasibility of leveraging private funding to
support a small transportation team, who can accommodate households experiencing homelessness so
clients may attend their appointments. Additionally, services should allow transportation with the
accompaniment of a peer, as it is often reassuring and comforting for clients, as an allowable expense
through funded programs. Peers can offer assurance as well as advocacy for the household to the
landlords, housing providers, and medical providers. Peers also have the unique ability to bridge the
language gaps between what is being shared and done with the client by their case manager. This aids
the provision of understanding services and supports a provider's ability to empathize with a household's
struggles.

Additional updates to the CoC’s Strategies for Involving Individuals with Lived Expertise

The VA BOS CoC is dedicated to improving our current strategies to incorporate, include, and engage
individuals with lived experience in decision-making processes. Improving peer work and creating more
mentorship opportunities will be integral in improving the way clients are able to navigate the homeless
services system. The VA BOS CoC will work to engage and include individuals with lived expertise in
all aspects of system design and delivery which includes policy, outreach, inreach, training, and program
development. Having multiple individuals with lived expertise involved in the decision-making
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processes will create a more informed system of delivery of homeless services to genuinely meet the
needs of the individuals and households that interact with the system.

In order to authentically engage individuals with lived expertise, the CoC’s goal is to prioritize power
sharing among individuals with lived expertise who are participating in these processes. The intention of
our CoC is to update our current structure to include a new entity for individuals with lived experience
that will hold equal decision-making power to that of the primary governing body of the CoC.
Compensation for individuals with lived expertise is currently being processed through the individual
provider level. The CoC is currently working to formalize a process to compensate individuals for their
leadership in system level decision-making processes.

Leveraging Healthcare Resources:

DHCD partners with DMAS, in the Health and Housing Institute facilitated by the National Academy
for State Health Policy, to improve coordination between healthcare organizations and homeless service
providers. LPG communities include healthcare providers such as hospitals, private clinics, and
managed care organizations (MCOs) as part of their membership and collaborate to assist program
participants in receiving healthcare services. Health care organizations regularly report updates on
eligibility, referral processes, timelines, new services or contacts, and other vital information regarding
healthcare services. If there are any changes with services, a training is available to LPG partners around
resource updates. Additionally, LPG case managers are connected with staff at healthcare organizations
to ensure that clients have access to healthcare and mental health treatment. Case managers are also
responsible for connecting clients to healthcare resources. If there are challenges in accessing services,
LPG partners address the barriers between the community partners.

The CoC plans to leverage a variety of funding opportunities to ensure there is a collaboration between
housing and healthcare resources for individuals and households who are experiencing homelessness.
The CoC lead agency will partner with LPG leadership to evaluate the appropriate funding sources to
support projects that partner with healthcare and housing resources. This will include partnerships that
will be leveraged through the CoC supplement to address unsheltered and rural homelessness as well as
private and state funding opportunities.

CoCs Current Strategies for Supporting Underserved Communities and Supporting Equitable
Community Development

The VA BOS CoC is committed to supporting underserved communities, actively identifying barriers
that lead to disparities in communities being served, and supporting equitable community development
by taking steps to address barriers. Our CoC conducts a semi annual assessment to identify racial
disparities on a system and local level. The CoC collects HMIS data and analyzes for racial disparities
utilizing the National Alliance to End Homelessness’ (NAEH) Racial Equity Tool and U.S.Census Data.
Analysis for racial disparities includes the assessment of data from emergency shelter, rapid-rehousing,
permanent supportive housing and other permanent housing projects that utilize HMIS.

In FY 21, the CoC was able to secure technical assistance from local partners at Collective InCite(ClI)
which focused on addressing social justice and racial equity in communities. Cl provided technical
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assistance to each of the LPGs to enhance partnerships with community based organizations (CBO)
serving culturally specific communities.

As a result of the racial disparities assessment, the CoC began convening an 8 member Racial Equity Ad
Hoc committee in 2020. This committee is responsible for formalizing a process to evaluate the racial
equity in the delivery of homeless services and the construction of a formalized strategic plan to address
racial equity in services.

Black, Indigenous and People of Color

Through the racial disparities evaluations, CoC staff identified significant racial disparities that exist
among the LPG communities. HMIS data demonstrated that between HUD FY 17 and FY 20, an
average of approximately 39% of individuals experiencing homelessness identified as African American
while 2019 census data indicated African Americans only represented 17.6% of the individuals living in
the BOS LPG communities. This is in stark contrast to White counterparts who present on average
approximately 54.5% of the individuals experiencing homelessness while representing 78.6% of the
total population in the BoS CoC communities. Additionally, between FY 17 and FY 20, less than 1% of
individuals experiencing homelessness identified as Native American while representing 1.4% of
individuals identified as American Indian or Alaska Native alone in the CoC communities. Preliminary
FY 21 HMIS data continues to portray a similar trend where individuals who identify as African
American are presenting for homeless services at twice the rate of how the population is represented in
the LPG communities (38% represented in HMIS data versus 17.6% represented in the community). It is
critical in our work to end homelessness for the CE system to prioritize racial equity to ensure that those
who are the most vulnerable are able to access the appropriate housing resources to end their experience
of homelessness.

American Indian, Alaskan Native, or Indigenous

The VA BOS CoC examined the delivery of services to individuals who identified as American Indian,
Alaskan Native, or Indigenous through data collected from the HDIP. Individuals who identified as
American Indian, Alaskan Native, or Indigenous has fluctuated over the years. From 2018 to 2019, 145
individuals identified as American Indian, Alaskan Native, or Indigenous. 2019 to 2020 showed an
increase, to 170, of individuals who identified as American Indian, Alaskan Native, or Indigenous.
Conversely, 2020 to 2021, shows a decrease to 81 individuals identifying as American Indian, Alaskan
Native, or Indigenous. While this data demonstrates the interaction of individuals identifying as
American Indian, Alaska Native or Indigenous with our CoC system, anecdotally Tribal leadership and
housing staff believe that the numbers of individuals and households identifying as American Indian,
Alaskan Native, or Indigenous in Virginia are underreported. All of Virginia’s federally recognized
Tribes received recognition between 2016 and 2018, which could affect those who identify as American
Indian, Alaskan Native, or Indigenous in the homelessness system. The CoC is addressing the
inconsistent relationship with tribal nations with current CE funds through the CoC program and plans
to continue addressing these issues through the Rural and Unsheltered Funding Opportunity.

Updates in supporting underserved communities and supporting equitable community
development
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The VA BOS CoC will continue to utilize the data collected both on the CoC and local levels to inform
decision making and improve the provision of homeless services in communities. Additionally, to
ensure equitable access to services the CoC currently convenes the Racial Equity Ad Hoc Subcommittee
of the Balance of State Steering Committee. This committee is dedicated to evaluating the data from
each assessment to inform the necessary changes in policies and procedures to meet the needs of clients
of traditionally marginalized and underserved communities. The committee also utilizes the tools
provided in the HDIP. Tools available in the HDIP allow the Balance of State CoC, as well as the LPGs,
to do deeper analysis of the data collected in HMIS for racial equity.

During the implementation of this plan, the CoC will conduct outreach to culturally specific
organizations to lead in the CoC’s efforts to improve our current governance structure and aid in the
identification of gaps within our CoC’s provision of services. Partners of the CoC who supported the
creation of this plan, including partners who represented traditionally marginalized and underserved
populations, discussed the importance of evaluating the CoC’s cultural competency in the delivery of
services and requested to continue the evaluation of culturally competent practices within CoC policy
and procedures.

Additionally, throughout the implementation of this plan the CoC will continue to conduct specific
community outreach to tribal nations to provide support around the following areas:

o

Evaluating the need of individuals experiencing homelessness in tribal nations based on
both the HUD definition as well as other definitions of homelessness and housing
instability, including overcrowding, as identified by tribal citizens

Improve the coordination efforts with local planning group partners to ensure citizens of
tribal nations are served

Leveraging flexible state dollars to meet the needs of tribal nations

Create a structure to have tribal nations lead in the creation of policies and procedures
that will be adopted by the VA BOS CoC providers

Expanding on existing services to meet the evaluated need of tribal nations and their
citizens to support their response to homelessness in their communities.
